A. Estatisticas do Turismo
1. Visitantes

1.1 Ndmero de visitantes chegados

Em 2005, registou-se 0 numero de visitantes chegados ao Territério mais elevado da
histéria de Macau, 18.711.187, o que representa um movimento favoravel de 12%
relativamente a 2004. De acordo com o local de entrada, a maioria dos visitantes chegados a
Macau utilizou a via terrestre (58%), sendo que pelas Portas do Cerco entraram 55%, enquanto
que pelo posto fronteirico do CoTai chegaram 3% de visitantes, devido a suspenséo temporaria
da passagem de passageiros desde a segunda dezena de Setembro de 2005. A via maritima foi
utilizada por 36% visitantes e apenas 6% chegaram pela via aérea.

Agosto (1.732.083) e Dezembro (1.667.520) foram os meses de maior afluéncia em
termos de visitantes chegados, cada um com 9% do total. Em contrapartida, Janeiro
apresentou 0 menor namero de visitantes, com 1.401.439, que correspondeu a 7% do nimero
de visitantes anuais.

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Com a implementacdo da politica de visto individual de viagem em mais provincias
e cidades do Interior da China, 0 numero de visitantes provenientes desses locais
ultrapassou 10 milhdes, representando 56% do total. Os visitantes da Regido Administrativa
Especial de Hong Kong e da regido de Taiwan ocuparam 30% e 8% do total de
visitantes, respectivamente.

Em 2005, os visitantes que viajaram com visto individual foram de 5.331.419 (51%
do numero de visitantes do Interior da China), representando a um aumento significativo de
52% em relagdo ao ano 2004. Devido aos feriados do Verdo e da implantacdo da
Republica Popular da China, o maior nimero de visitantes do Interior da China chegados
com este tipo de visto foi observado nos meses de Agosto e Outubro,
representando 10% e 9%, respectivamente, do total dos visitantes com visto individual

em 2005.

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O nimero de excursionistas chegados a Macau em 2005 foi de 9.697.123 (52% do total de
visitantes), traduziu um aumento de 16% comparativamente ao do ano 2004. Os excursionistas vieram

principalmente do Interior da China (50%), da Regido Administrativa Especial de Hong Kong (31%), e
da regido de Taiwan (14%).

1.2 Visitantes chegados pela via maritima

O ndmero total de visitantes chegados pela via maritima em 2005 foi de 6.719.895,
traduzindo um aumento de 7% comparativamente ao ano 2004. A maior parte dos
visitantes era oriunda da Regido Administrativa Especial de Hong Kong (57% do total).
Em termos de fluxo mensal, constatamos que Agosto foi 0 més em que chegaram mais
visitantes (10% do total).

Em 2005, entraram pelo Porto Exterior 6.503.195 visitantes, tendo um aumento de
5% em relacdo a 2004. Estes representam 97% do numero total de visitantes chegados
pela via maritima. Os principais utilizadores do Porto Exterior foram os visitantes da Regiao
Administrativa Especial de Hong Kong (3.837.761), com 59% do total de visitantes.

Os visitantes que entraram pelo Porto Interior foram de 216.700, traduzindo um
aumento significativo de 59%, em comparagdo com 0s observados no ano 2004. Os
visitantes que utilizaram esta via de entrada eram oriundos principalmente do Interior
da China (145.750), com 67% do total.

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1.3 Visitantes chegados pela via terrestre

Em 2005, o nimero de visitantes chegados ao Territdrio pela via terrestre foi de
10.951.191, reflectindo um acréscimo de 15% relativamente ao ano 2004. Em termos de fluxo
mensal, 0 nimero de visitantes chegados pela via terrestre foi mais elevado em Agosto,
atingindo 9% do total.

As posto fronteirico do Portas do Cerco foram o local por onde passaram a maior parte
dos visitantes, ou seja, 94% do total. Entraram pelas Portas do Cerco um total de 10.341.814
visitantes em 2005, tendo aumentado 17% em relagdo a 2004. Os visitantes do
Interior da China e da Regido Administrativa Especial de Hong Kong foram os principais
utilizadores desta via, com 76% e 16% do total, respectivamente.

O namero de visitantes entrados pelo posto fronteirico do CoTai foi de 609.377, apesar
deste numero representar uma dimnuicdo de 12% em relacdo ao de 2004 e equivalente
apenas a 6% do total de visitantes chegados pela via terrestre. Os visitantes vieram
principalmente do Interior da China (314.144), com 52% do total.

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1.4 Visitantes chegados pela via aérea

A entrada de visitantes pela via aérea totalizou 1.040.101 em 2005, o que correspondeu
a um aumento de 21% em comparacdo com a do ano 2004. Os visitantes
vieram principalmente da regido de Taiwan (67% do total) e do Interior da China (17%).
Em termos de fluxo mensal observou-se que Julho foi o més em que chegaram mais
visitantes pela via aérea, tendo atingido 9% do total.

O numero de visitantes chegados ao Territério pelo Aeroporto Internacional de Macau
atingiu 1.029.540 (99% do total de visitantes entrados pela via aérea), correspondendo a um
aumento de 22% quando comparado com o registado em 2004.

Por seu turno, a entrada de visitantes por helicoptero foi de 10.561, representando uma
queda de 40% em relacdo a 2004. A maioria dos visitantes chegados ao Territorio
por helicoptero era oriunda principalmente da Regido Administrativa Especial de Hong Kong (49%
do total).

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1.5 Visitantes em excursoes

O namero de visitantes que recorreram a excursdes para visitar o Territorio em 2005, foi
de 2.675.753, representando 14% do total de visitantes, valor que correspondeu a um aumento
de 7% comparativamente a 2004.

Tendo por base o local de residéncia, verificou-se que os visitantes do Interior da China e
da regido de Taiwan foram 0s que mais recorreram a excursdes planeadas. Os visitantes
do Interior da China aumentaram 2% relativamente a 2004, representando 79% do
total. A seguir, os visitantes da regido de Taiwan cresceram 23% comparativamente
a 2004, ocupando 9% do total.

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2. Residentes de Macau que viajaram para o exterior

2.1 Residentes de Macau que viajaram em excursoes

Em 2005 os residentes de Macau optaram por viajar mais para 0 exterior, como
consequéncia do desenvolvimento favoravel da economia. O ndmero de residentes de Macau
que se deslocaram ao exterior em excursfes organizadas foi de 294.787,
traduzindo um aumento de 39% relativamente ao ano de 2004. O Interior da China
(82% do total), a regido de Taiwan e a Tailandia (cada de 4% do total) foram as
principais preferéncias dos residentes de Macau.

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De acordo com os elementos disponiveis relativos a 2005, constatou-se que 42.396
residentes do Territorio optaram por viajar mais no més de Agosto (equivalente a 14% do
total) em consequéncia das férias de Verdo. O més em que os residentes do Territorio
viajaram menos foi o de Janeiro, com 12.380 (4% do total).

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2.2 Servicos prestados pelas agéncias de viagem, excepto excursoes

Por seu turno, o nimero de residentes de Macau que viagaram para o exterior, sem ser
em excursao, mas com recurso a servigos prestados pelas agéncias de viagem, foi de 333.768,
representando um aumento de 17% relativamente ao ano de 2004. O Interior da China (36%),
da Regido Administrativa Especial de Hong Kong (25%) e da regidao de Taiwan (18%) foram
os destinos preferidos desses individuos. O numero de residentes de Macau que recorreram a
este tipo de servicos foi mais acentuado em Dezembro (37.907), representando 11 % do total.

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3. Estabelecimentos hoteleiros

No fim de Dezembro de 2005 estavam o operar mais cinco hotéis do que em 2004, ou
seja, haviam 75 estabelecimentos hoteleiros em actividade no Territorio, sendo 44 hotéis e 31
pensodes.

Em 2005, os numeros de quartos e de lugares-cama disponiveis eram de 10.832 e
21.460, respectivamente, representando acréscimos de 18% e 15%, quando comparados com
0s observados em 2004.

3.1 NUmero de héspedes® e tempo médio de permanéncia

O numero de hospedes no periodo em andlise foi de 4.121.088, registando um aumento
de 4% em relagdo a 2004. De entre 0s hdspedes, 53% do total foram canalizados através de
agéncias de viagens e 3.903.397 eram visitantes que corresponderam a 43% do total de
turistas. Registaram-se aumentos no numero de hospedes de hotéis e de pensbes. Destaca-se
que o nimero de hospedes dos hotéis de trés estrelas cresceu 13% e o dos hotéis de cinco
estrelas diminuiu 12%, face ao ano de 2004.

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Em termos de residéncia, registaram-se aumentos e diminui¢des de hospedes
provenientes de diferentes regides. Destaca-se que o maior numero dos hospedes
provenientes da Asia foi de 4.011.534 (97% do total), o que corresponde a um aumento de 4%
em relacdo a 2004. Os hospedes provenientes do Interior da China e da Regido
Administrativa Especial de Hong Kong ocuparam o maior peso, representando 58% e 27% do
total, respectivamente.

% Incluem visitantes e residentes de Macau que se hospedam nos estabelecimentos da indstria hoteleira.
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Em termos de permanéncia de hdspedes observou-se uma média de 1,22 noites, igual
a registada em 2004. Os tempos médios de permanéncia de hospedes foram os seguintes:
do Interior da China 1,15 noites; Regido Administrativa Especial de Hong Kong 1,21 noites e
regido de Taiwan 1,34 noites.

3.2 Taxa média de ocupacédo dos estabelecimentos

Em 2005, a taxa média de ocupagdo do sector hoteleiros atingiu 70,9%, ou seja,
diminuicdo de 4,6 pontos percentuais comparativamente a 2004, devido ao aumento
significativo de quartos disponiveis no sector. A taxa média de ocupacdo dos hotéis de 3
estrelas situou-se no primeiro lugar, com 80,6%. Em termos de fluxo mensal, a taxa média de
ocupacdo foi mais alta em Novembro, registando 82,6%, enquanto que em Fevereiro
apresentou o valor mais baixo, com 64,9%.

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B. Despesa dos visitantes
1.1 Estrutura dos visitantes inquiridos

O Inquérito as Despesas dos Visitantes realizou-se junto cerca de 16.000 amostras
efectivas. No que se refere aos visitantes inquiridos por local de residéncia, observou-se
que o0s da Regido Administrativa Especial de Hong Kong mantiveram uma

posicdo predominante (63% do total), sequindo-se-lhe 0s do Interior da China (27%) e da
regido de Taiwan (4%). De entre os visitantes inquiridos, 60% foram turistas.

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1.2 Caracterizagéo dos visitantes
1.2.1 Finalidade da visita

O principal motivo que trouxe os visitantes inquiridos a Macau foi o0 “gozo de férias”
(64%). Os restantes motivos ou justificaces da presenca dos inquiridos no Territorio, foram
por ordem decrescente de importancia: os “negocios” (16%), a “visita a familiares ou amigos”
(11%) e o0 “jogo” (6%), cujos pesos aumentaram em relacdo a 2004.

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1.2.2 Ocupagéo

No que respeita & ocupacdo dos visitantes inquiridos sabe-se que 24% pertencem a
categoria “dirigentes de organizagdes publicas e privadas”, 24% a de “empregados
administrativos”, e 10% eram da categoria “técnicos e profissionais de nivel intermédio”.
Além disso, 21% dos visitantes agrupavam-se na categoria “sem profissdo” onde se incluem
as “donas de casa, estudantes, desempregados ou reformados”.
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1.3 Tempo de permanéncia

Os visitantes permaneceram em média 1,1 dias no Territério e em 2004 registou-se
um periodo aproximado. O tempo de permanéncia dos visitantes do Interior da China foi 0 mais
longo, de 1,4 dias. Enquanto que, o tempo médio de permanéncia dos turistas e dos
excursionistas foi de 1,7 dias e de 0,2 dias, respectivamente.

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De entre os visitantes inquiridos, mais de 50% dos visitantes do Japdo, da Europa e
da Oceénia que optaram por realizar excursdes de curta duracdo a Macau. Os visitantes
do Interior da China; da Regido Administrativa Especial de Hong Kong; da regido
de Taiwan; do Sudeste Asiatico e das Américas tendem a permanecer uma noite ou
mais no Territério.

1.4 Despesa per-capita

A despesa per-capita dos visitantes, em 2005, foi de 1.523 Patacas, 0 que traduz um
decréscimo de 7% comparativamente a 2004. Salienta-se que a dos visitantes do
Interior da China se situou em primeiro lugar, com 3.078 Patacas.

Em 2005, a despesa per-capita (excluindo as despesas em compras e no jogo)
dos visitantes foi de 851 Patacas, correspondendo a um decréscimo de 4% relativamente a
2004 Os visitantes gastaram mais em “alimentacdo” e “alojamento”, representando estes
gastos 40% e 36% do total das despesas (excluindo as despesas em compras e
no jogo), respectivamente. Os visitantes do Interior da China ocuparam o primeiro lugar,
com 1.221 Patacas.

Por seu turno, a despesa per-capita em compras por visitante foi de 672 Patacas,
caiu 10% em comparagdo com a de 2004. As despesas em “alimentos e doces” e em
“vestuario” situaram-se ambas no topo da lista, atingindo 26% e 20% do total das despesas
em compras, respectivamente. A despesa per-capita em compras dos visitantes do
Interior da China situou-se em primeiro lugar, com 1.856 Patacas.

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A despesa per-capita dos visitantes chegados pela via maritima foi de 1.235 Patacas,
desceu 10% em relacdo a 2004. A despesa per-capita dos visitantes que chegaram pela via
terrestre cresceu 16% quando comparado com 2004, atingindo as 1.827 Patacas. A despesa
per-capita dos visitantes que chegaram pela via aérea foi de 4.881 Patacas, valor aproximado
ao de 2004.

A despesa em jogo ndo esté incluida na despesa per-capita embora 49% dos visitantes
inquiridos confirmassem que haviam jogado em Macau.

1.5 Despesa per-diem

A despesa per-diem dos visitantes, em 2005, foi de 1.333 Patacas, correspondendo a
um decréscimo de 8% relativamente a 2004. Os visitantes do Interior da
China despenderam o montante mais alto, correspondente a 2.200 Patacas.

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A despesa per-diem dos visitantes que chegaram pelas vias maritima, terrestre e aérea
cifrou-se nas 1.203, 1.407 e 2.004 Patacas, respectivamente, correspondendo a decréscimos
de 8%, 5% e 9% em relacdo ao ano 2004.

1.6 Comentarios dos visitantes

Todos os visitantes inquiridos fizeram comentérios sobre higiene ambiental e lugares
turisticos de Macau. De entre estes o nivel de satisfagdo com relagdo a higiene ambiental foi
0 mais elevado, com 57%. Cerca de 13% dos visitantes entrevistados pensam que os lugares
turisticos de Macau séo insuficientes.

Dos comentérios sobre servicos e instalacbes, destaca-se que 65% dos visitantes
entrevistados louvaram os servigos dos hotéis. Os visitantes também fizeram comentarios
favoréveis sobre os servicos das lojas (63%), dos restaurantes (62%), dos estabelecimentos de
jogo (59%), e, dos transportes publicos (57%). Dos entrevistados que viajaram em excursao,
65% elogiaram os servigos das agéncias de viagem.

Por seu turno, 10% dos visitantes entrevistados sugeriram melhoramentos nos servigos
dos transportes publicos, entre as criticas dos visitantes, destacam-se sobretudo as dos
servigos prestados pelos taxis.

1. Estatisticas do turismo

As Estatisticas do turismo alicercam-se nos elementos facultados & DSEC pelas seguintes
entidades: Corpo de Policia de Seguranga Publica, agéncias de viagem, hotéis e estabelecimentos
similares.

Os elementos relativos aos visitantes chegados s&o, por um lado, recolhidos, mensalmente,
junto do Corpo de Policia de Seguranca Publica. Por outro lado, através de questionarios mensais
preenchidos pelas agéncias de viagem que fornecem informacoes relativas aos visitantes chegados
em excursdes e as excursdes dos residentes. Os hotéis e estabelecimentos similares fornecem
informacdes relativas ao movimento de hospedes.

2. Inquérito as Despesas dos Visitantes (IDV)

O IDV é um inquérito por amostragem, para seleccdo da amostra utilizou-se 0 método
sistematico e a cobertura estatistica abrangeu todos os individuos néo residentes em Macau.

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Analysis of results

A. Tourism statistics

1. Visitors
1.1 Number of visitor arrivals

Total number of visitor arrivals increased by 12% over 2004 to a historical high of
18,711,187 in 2005. The majority (58%) of the visitors arrived in Macao by land, mostly
through the Checkpoint of Border Gate (55%) whereas arrivals at the Checkpoint of CoTai
shared only 3% due to the temporary closure of passenger passage since mid-September
2005. In addition, arrivals by sea and by air accounted for 36% and 6% respectively.

Graph 1. Visitor arrivals by mode of transport
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Analysed by month, visitor arrivals peaked in August (1,732,083) and December
(1,667,520), both shared 9% of the total respectively. On the contrary, the lowest number of
arrivals (1,401,439) was recorded in January that accounted for only 7% of the total.

Graph 2. Visitor arrivals by month
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Subsequent to the implementation of the Individual Visit Scheme(IVS) extended to
more provinces and cities, arrivals of Mainland visitors surpassed the 10-million mark, sharing
56% of the total arrivals. Meanwhile, visitors from Hong Kong Special Administrative
Region and Taiwan region shared 30% and 8% of the total arrivals in 2005.

Regarding the arrivals of Mainland visitors, 5,331,419 (51%) travelled to Macao under
the Individual Visit Scheme, a jump of 52% over 2004. In consequence of the summer
holidays and the National Day Golden Week holiday, Mainland visitors travelling under VS
peaked in August and October, which accounted for 10% and 9% of the total Mainland
arrivals under this scheme.

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1.2 Visitor arrivals by sea

Total arrivals by sea increased 7% over 2004 to 6,719,895 and 57% were from
Hong Kong Special Administrative Region. Analysed by month, August had the highest
number of arrivals by sea (10%).

Arrivals at the Outer Harbour reached 6,503,195 (97% of the total arrivals by sea), up
5% compared with 2004 and 3,837,761 (59% of the total arrivals by sea) came from
Hong Kong Special Administrative Region.

Compared with 2004, arrivals at the Inner Harbour jumped 59% to 216,700;
Mainland visitors constituted the largest proportion (67%) with 145,750.

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1.3 Visitor arrivals by land

In 2005, arrivals by land surged 15% over 2004 to 10,951,191. Analyed by month, the
highest number of visitors was in August that represented 9% of the total arrivals by land.

Visitor arriving through the Border Gate totalled 10,341,814 (+17%), which accounted
for 94% of the total arrivals by land. The majority of these visitors came from Mainland
China (76%) and Hong Kong Special Administrative Region (16%).

Moreover, arrivals through the Checkpoint of CoTai decreased 12% over 2004 to
609,377, corresponding to 6% of the total arrivals by land. Mainland China visitors were the
major user, with 314,144 (52%).

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1.4 Visitor arrivals by air

Arrivals by air totalled 1,040,101, representing a rise of 21% over 2004; the
majority were from Taiwan region (67%) and Mainland China (17%). Analysed by month,
July had the highest number of arrivals (9%).

Arrivals at the Macao International Airport took a 99% share (1,029,540) of the total
arrivals by air, up 22% over 2004.

Visitor arrivals by helicopter dropped 40% over 2004 to 10,561; most of them
were visitors from Hong Kong Special Administrative Region (49%).

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1.5 Visitor arrivals in package tours

Arrivals in package tours shared 14% of total visitor arrivals in 2005, at 2,675,753, a

growth of 7% over 2004.

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2. Outbound Travel of Macao Residents

2.1 Residents travelling in package tours

Favourable developments of the local economy induced more residents to travel
abroad. In 2005, number of Macao residents travelling in package tours went up 39% to
294,787; the more popular itineraries were Mainland China (82%); followed by
Taiwan region and Thailand, both shared 4% of the total.

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Figure of 2005 showed that under the effect of the summer holidays, August was the
peak season when more Macao residents travelled abroad in package tours (42,396), sharing
14% of the total. On the contrary, January had the lowest number, with only 12,380 (4%).

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2.2 Residents travelling under own arrangements

Macao residents travelling under own arrangements with services provided by the
travel agencies increased 17% over 2004 to 333,768. Mainland China (36%); Hong
Kong Special Administrative Region (25%) and Taiwan region (18%) were their
popular destinations. Most of the residents preferred to travel in December (37,907),
which represented 11% of the total residents travelling under such arrangements.

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3. Hotels and similar establishments

In view of 5 new hotels opened in 2005, there were 75 establishments operating in the
hotel sector at the end of 2005, of which 44 were hotels and 31 were guest-houses.

The number of available guest rooms rose by 18% to 10,832 and the number of
available bedplaces also increased by 15% to 21,460 at the end of 2005.

3.1 Number of hotel guests® and average length of stay

Total number of hotel guests rose 4% over 2004 to 4,121,088, of which 53% were
staying under the arrangements of travel agencies. Among the hotel guests, 3,903,397 were
visitors, which accounted for 43% of the tourists in 2005. In comparison with 2004, the
hotels and guest-houses had different changes in the number of guests; the three-star hotels
recorded a 13% growth, while the five-star hotels registered a 12% decrease.

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Meanwhile, hotel guests from all regions registered different levels of increase;
guests from Asia accounted for 97% (4,011,534) of the total, up 4% over 2004.
Mainland China (58%) and Hong Kong Special Administrative Region (27%) were the
principle guest markets of the hotel sector.

3.2 Average hotel occupancy rate

The average occupancy rate of the hotel sector was 70.9%, down by 4.6 percentage
points over 2004; the decrease was caused by the significant growth in the supply of guest
rooms in 2005. The three-star hotels had the highest occupancy rate, with 80.6%. Analysed
by month, the highest average occupancy rate (82.6%) was in November, whereas the lowest
was in March, with 64.9%.

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B. Visitor expenditure
1.1 Structure of interviewed visitors

About 16,000 effective samples were collected in the Visitor Expenditure Survey
in 2005, of which 60% were tourists. Within the interviewed visitors, those from Hong
Kong Special Administrative Region took a predominant share of 63%; followed by
those from Mainland China (27%) and Taiwan region (4%).

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1.2 Characteristics of visitors

1.2.1 Purpose of visit

The majority of interviewed visitors (64%) came to Macao mainly for *“vacation”; the
other main purposes included “business” (16%), “visiting relatives or friends” (11%) and
“gaming” (6%). Nevertheless, the proportional shares of these 3 major purposes were higher
than those recorded in 2004.

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1.2.2 Occupation

With regard to the occupation of the visitors, 24% were “legislators, senior officials and
managers”, 24% were “clerks”, and 10% were “technicians and associate professionals”;
moreover, 21% of the visitors were “without occupation”, such as housewives, students,
unemployed and retired persons.
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1.3 Length of stay

The average length of stay of visitors (1.1 days) was identical to that of 2004. Visitors
from Mainland China had the longest stay of 1.4 days. Tourists and same-day visitors spent

an average of 1.7 days and 0.2 day, respectively, in Macao.

More than 50% of the visitors from Japan, Europe and Oceania were same-day
visitors.

Although gaming expenses were not included in the per-capita spending of visitors,
49% of all interviewed visitors claimed that they had gambled during their stay in Macao.

1.5 Per-diem spending

In 2005, per-diem spending of visitors was MOP 1,333, down by 8% over 2004.
Visitors from Mainland China had the highest per-diem spending of MOP 2,200.

1.6 Comments from visitors

All the interviewed visitors gave comments on the environmental hygiene and points of
tourist attractions in Macao. They were most satisfied with the environmental hygiene (57%
of the total), whilst 13% considered that points of tourist attractions were less than adequate
in Macao.

With regard to the services and facilities provided, 65% of the interviewees were
satisfied with the services of hotels in Macao. There were also favourable comments on the
services of shops (63%), restaurants (62%), gaming establishmetns (59%) and public
transport (57%). For those travelled in package tours, 65% complimented on the services
rendered by travel agencies.

On the other hand, 10% of the interviewees suggested that the services of public
transport, particularly taxis, should be improved.
