Alicercada nos elementos recolhidos mensalmente junto de entidades ligadas ac sector,
a Direccdo de Servicos de Estatistica e Censos enaltece a disponibifidade e extrema

Em 1994, o numerc total de visitanies chegados pelos diferentes meios de

transporte - via maritima, via terrestre e via aérea - foi de 7.833.754, o que
representa um ligeiro acréscimo de +0,08% relativamente a 1993,

Devido & posicdo geogréfica & methores facilidades de transporte, a maioria dos
visitantes chegados a Macau (76,1%) utilizaram a via maritima do Porto Exterior,
enguanto que 1,3% dos visitantes fizeram-no pela via Ponte N2 14, 22,4% pela

via terrastre e apenas 0,2% pela via aérea.

Ao longe do ano, Agosta fol 0 més de maior afluéncia em termos de visitantes
chegados (761.766), representando 9,7% do numero tetal de visitantes em 1994,
Em contrapartida, Janeirc apresentou o valor menos significativo (583,051},

correspondendo a 7,4% do numero de visitantes anuais.

II. FLUXO MENSAL DE VISITANTES CHEGADOS - 1994/93
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Em 1994, para o numero global de visitantes chegados a Macau, os nacionals de
paises situados na Asia Oriental contribuiram com 8%,9% das entradas no
Territério. De entre eles deve destacarse Hong Kong, que representou 77.7% do
total de visitantes a Macau. Quando comparado com 1893, o ndmero de
visitartes da Asia Oriental, da Europa e da Qceania diminuiram 0.13%, 0,74% ¢
1,58%, respectivamente, Pela amplitude das variagOes negativas registadas
deverao salientarse os visitantes de Portugal {(-14,1%), da Formosa {-10,3%), da
R.P. China (-9,9%) e da Alemanha (-8,7%). Em termos de valor absoluto, os
visitantes da Formosa e da R.P. China foram aqueles onde foi observada uma
queda mais significativa — 27960 e 26823, respectivamente. Em contraste com
esta situacdo, o numero de visitantes provenientes das Filipinas {(+17,6%), da
Coreia do Sul (+13,2%), da Tailandia (+6,6%), dos E.U.A. (+5,4%) e do Japao

(+4,2%) registaram um andamento favoravel.

O nimero total de visitantes chegados por via maritima (Ponte N2, 14) registou,
em 1994, uma queda de 22,7% comparativamente ac anc precedente, atingindo

duas estretas (+1 do gue em 1983}, 3 pousadas e 83 pensdes.

A entrada em funcionamento de duas novas unidades hoteleiras arrastou um
aumento significativo do numero de quartos e de lugarescama disponiveis. De
facto, em relacéo a ano 1993, o acréscimo de quartos (7.874 contra 7.119) foi de
+10,6% enguanto gue o de lugarescama {16.529 contra 14.665) registou um

aumento de +12,7%.

NUMERO DE HOSPEDES E TEMPO MEDIO DE PERMANENCIA

O numerc de hdspedes no periodo em andlise {2.242.382 contra 2.096.703 em
1993), tendo correspondido a 28,6% dos visitantes chegados, revela um aumento
significativo face a 1983, registando uma variagdo de +7%, De entre o namero

total de hospedes, 31,6% foi canalizado através de agéncias de viagens.
Uma observacdo atenta das informagdes relativas ao periodo de 1903-1984,

revela que o crescimento global no nimero de hdspedes contribuiu para o

aumento significativo de hdspedes nos hotéis de quatro e cinco estrelas.

The economic development of Macau largsly depends upon its tourism sector, particularly
in the number of visitor arrivals and their length of stay in Macau. Therefore, publication of
the statistics related to this sector will be important to both public and private entities in

alfocating resources and future development plans.

The Macau Statistics and Census Departrment, is the official organization in producing this
stafistical information, publishes the results of this sector in 1994, and hopes that the

information will fulfill the needs of the data users,

This report complies monthly information colfected from establishments related fo the
tourism sector. The Macau Statistics and Census Department would ltke fo express
profound gratitude to the people and establishments which contributed to the operation of

these surveys.

in order to make the information in the report more useful to our users, we are glad fo

assist in explaining and solving problems and doubts that may arise.
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METHODOLOGY




1. OBJECTIVES OF TOURISM STATISTICS

Basically, Tourism Statistics does not collect only data related to the number and origin of

visitor arrivals to this territory; it also provides data about the guest movement in hotels

and similar establishments in the territory.

2. SOURCES OF INFORMATICN

DSEC collects tourism infarmation from the following three main sources : Macau Security

Force, Travel Agencies and Hotels and similar establishments.

l. Visitors
Data related to visitors is collected monthly from two different sources:

a) Macau Security Force

- Visitor arrivals from different access

b) Travel Agencies
- Inbound visitors in package tour

- Local residents travel overseas in package tour

Il. Hotels and similar establishments
Data related to hotel guest movements is collected monthly from hotels and similar

establishmenis.
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VISITOR

Any person visits Macau other than that in which he/she has his usual place of residence,
for any reascn such as travelling for pleasure, visiting friends or relatives, attending
meeting, business, gambling or others but other than following an occupation

remunerated from within Macau.

AVAILABLE ROOMS
Total existing bedrooms, less bedrooms occupied by establishment personnel, less
bedrooms under repair or alteration works, less bedrooms used for other purposes but

guests accommodation.

AVAILABLE BED PLACES
Number of beds within the available rooms. A double bed represents two bed places and

a singie bed represents one bed place.

ROOM OCCUPANCY RATE = X 100

REGISTERED GUESTS
The number is given by adding up the balancing guests in the beginning of a given period

and the number of guests registered during that given period.

TOTAL NUMBER OF OVERNIGHT GUESTS
The number is given by the sum of the result of adding up the balance of guests and the
number of check-in guests minus the number of check out guests in each day during the

given period. It is not indispensable that a person physically stay in the establishment.

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I. VISITORS

1. NUMBER OF VISITOR ARRIVALS

In 1894, the total number of visitor arrivals by different means of transport - by sea (Outer
Harbour and Pier No. 14), by land and by air - was 7,833,754, which represents a slight

increase of 0.06% over 1883.

Due to the gecgraphic situation of Macau and better facilities of sea transport, a majority
of visitor arrivals by sea through Quter Harbour accounted for most of the total visitor
arrivals (76.1% share). Besides, visitor arrivals from Pier No. 14 recorded a 1.3% share of
the total; visitor arrivals by land had a 22.4% share of the total and visitor arrivals by air

only registered a share of 0.2%.

During the year, the highest number of visitor arrival was recorded in August (761,766,
representing 9.7% of annual visitor arrivals). On the contrary, the lowest number was

reported in January (683,051, corresponding to 7.4% of annual total).

IL. MONTHLY FLOW OF VISITOR ARRIVALS- 1994/93
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In 1994, in terms of the total visitor arrivals to Macau, visitors from countries in East Asia

contributed 89.9% to all arrvals. Among them Hong Kong visftors represented 77.7% of

total arrivals. Compared with 1993, number of visitors from East Asia, Europe and

Oceania dropped by 0.13%, 0.74% and 1.58%, respectively. Visitors from  other countries
that also registered decrease: Portugal (-14.1%), Taiwan {-10.3%), P.R. China (-2.9%) and

Germany {-8.7%).

In terms of absolute value, visitors from Taiwan and P.R. China

recorded a more significant reduction of 27,960 and 26,823, respectively. On the
contrary, visitors from Philippines (+17.8%). South Korea (+13.2%), Thailand {+6.68%),
U.S.A. (5.4%) and Japan (+4.2%), all recorded with positive growth rates.

In 1884, there were 103 hotels and similar establishments in Macau, 2 establishments

more than in 1893,

Globally, there were 10 four and five stars hotels {(+1 compared with 1993}, 10 three stars

hotels, 17 ong and two stars hotels (+1 over 1893}, 3 inns and 83 guest houses.

The two newly opened hotels contributed to a significant increase in the number of
available rooms and bed places. Compared with 1983, three was a 10.6% increase in the
available hotel rooms (7,874 vs. 7,119 in 1893} and a 12.7% increase in available bed
places {16,529 vs. 14,665).

2. NUMBER OF OVERNIGHT GUESTS AND LENGTH OF STAY

In 1994, the number of overnight guests, corresponding o 28.6% of the visitor arrivals,
registered a significant increase of 7.0% (2,242,382 vs. 2,086,703 in 1993). Among these
