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Informagéo global

1. INFORMACAO GLOBAL

No ano lectivo de 2008/2009, existiam em Macau 12 instituicbes do ensino
superior e 109 do ensino infantil, primario, bem como secundario (inclui ensino técnico-
profissional secundario), dos Ultimos 94 eram particulares e 76 ja se tinham integrado no
sistema escolar de escolaridade gratuita. Havia 9 estabelecimentos que administraram o
ensino especial.

No final do ano lectivo de 2008/2009, o nimero de alunos do ensino superior
cresceu 11,6% face ao ano lectivo de 2007/2008, atingindo 20 917 alunos, dos quais
69,2% eram alunos residentes. Tendo-se registado 76 214 pertencentes aos ensinos
infantil, priméario, bem como secundario, e, 482 ao ensino especial. O nimero de alunos
do ensino primério e secundario reduziu-se 8,4% e 4,0%, respectivamente, em relacéo ao
ano lectivo anterior, ao passo que o numero de alunos do ensino infantil e especial
aumentou 1,3% e 0,4%, respectivamente.

O numero de docentes das instituicdes de ensino superior atingiu 1812, dos
ensinos infantil, primério e secundario eram 4 847, do ensino especial eram 108.

A relacdo docente/discente no ensino superior correspondeu a 1 para 11,5,
enquanto que a relacdo docente/discente no ensino infantil, priméario, bem como
secundario, e, no ensino especial equivaleu a 1 para 15,7 e 1 para 4,5, respectivamente.

Com relacdo a taxa de escolarizacdo, verificou-se que a do ensino superior foi
40,4%, enguanto que as taxas de ensino infantil, primario e secundario foram de 95,4%;
101,6% e 89,0%, respectivamente. As taxas de aprovacdo no ensino infantil, priméario e
secundario atingiu 99,1%; 94,4% e 87,0%, respectivamente.

No ano lectivo de 2008/2009, existiam ainda em Macau 12 estabelecimentos que
leccionavam o ensino recorrente, 137 a educagdo de adultos e 152 centros de apoio
pedagogico complementar particular (centros de explicagdes).

No final do ano lectivo de 2008/2009, 2880 alunos estudavam no ensino
recorrente, subiram 6,3% e 129 146 estudantes aprenderam em estabelecimentos que
ministravam a educagdo de adultos, diminuiram 1,0%, em relacdo ao ano lectivo
2007/2008. As taxas de aprovacdo do ensino recorrente e da educacdo de adultos
correspondeu a 56,6% e 83,0%, respectivamente.

Além disso, os 152 centros de explicagbes proporcionaram servicos aos 5 067
alunos, dos quais 70,8% eram do ensino primario e 15,5% pertenciam ao ensino
secundario.
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Informagéo global

Durante o ano lectivo 2008/2009 os organismos do Governo, bancos e fundacGes,
etc., concederam 11 451 bolsas de estudo/mérito e bolsas-empréstimo, que atingiram o
montante de 230 milhdes de Patacas, traduzindo um acréscimo de 28,5% em relacdo ao
ano lectivo 2007/2008. De entre estas havia 5171 as bolsas reembolsaveis,
correspondentes ao montante de 130 milhGes de Patacas. O montante médio das bolsas
por aluno do ensino superior equivalia a 23641 Patacas e por aluno do ensino
secundario correspondia a 2 463 Patacas.

Por outro lado, estavam matriculados no ano lectivo de 2009/2010, 33 007 e
73782 alunos no ensino superior e nos ensinos infantil, primario e secundario,
respectivamente.
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Ensino superior

2. ENSINO SUPERIOR

Instituicdes

No ano lectivo de 2008/2009, recolheram-se informagOes junto das 12 instituigdes de
ensino superior reconhecidas, sendo 4 oficiais e 8 particulares. As 11 instituicdes que leccionam
0 ensino superior e ministram cursos, possuem 6 882 computadores, 45,8% dos quais destinam-
se directamente a actividade pedagogica.

Docente

O pessoal docente no ano lectivo 2008/2009 era constituido por 1 812 professores, o
que traduz um aumento de 3,0%, relativamente ao ano lectivo de 2007/2008. Realca-se que 0
sexo masculino perfez 68,1%, do total de docentes.

O numero de professores com habilitagdes académicas de nivel superior atingiu 97,5%
do total, dos quais 23,4% tinham formag&o no &mbito da administracédo e comércio e 18,0%
no ambito das humanidades. Relativamente ao regime de trabalho, 48,7% dos professores
leccionaram a tempo inteiro e 51,3% a tempo parcial. Quanto a sua naturalidade, destaca-se
que 42,2% nasceram na China Continental; 20,1% em Macau e 16,6% em Hong Kong. A
mediana das idades dos docentes foi de 43,5 anos.

Pessoal ndo docente

O pessoal administrativo, técnico e auxiliar ao servigo, era composto por um total de
1 405 individuos, aumentaram 5,5% em relagdo ao ano lectivo 2007/2008. Salienta-se que 0
sexo feminino representou 54,2% do total.

Alunos?

Verificou-se que o numero de alunos no final do ano lectivo de 2008/2009 foi de
20917, ou seja, subiu 11,6% comparativamente ao ano lectivo precedente. O nimero de
alunos residentes perfizeram 69,2% do total, cresceu 12,5% face ao ano lectivo 2007/2008.

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A mediana de idades desses alunos foi de 22,0 anos. Note-se que 56,7% dos alunos
pertenciam ao grupo etério dos 20 aos 24 anos. A relagdo docente/discente era de 1 para 11,5.

No ano lectivo de 2008/2009, os alunos que frequentaram 0s cursos de licenciatura
atingiram 70,6%, os de bacharelato/diploma 15,8% e, os de mestrado 10,0%. Relativamente
aos cursos mais frequentados, destacam-se a administracdo e comércio e 0S Servigos
pessoais (onde se incluem as areas de turismo, jogo e hotelaria, etc.) que representaram
38,1% e 20,8%, respectivamente.

No ano lectivo de 2008/2009, existiam 4 932 graduados, dos quais 60,3% eram do
sexo feminino. Do total de finalistas, 64,4% tiraram licenciatura, 22,0% obtiveram o grau de
bacharelato/diploma e 10,8% o mestrado. Os 34,7% dos finalistas tiraram cursos no @mbito
de administrac@o e comércio.

Financas

Os subsidios governamentais recebidos pelas instituicbes do ensino superior no ano
lectivo de 2008/2009 cifraram-se em 940 milhdes de Patacas, representando 52,4% das
receitas totais. As receitas e despesas totais destas instituicdes foram de 1,79 e 1,52 mil
milhGes de Patacas, respectivamente.

3. ENSINO INFANTIL, PRIMARIO E SECUNDARIO

Estabelecimentos

No ano lectivo de 2008/2009 existiam no Territdério 109 estabelecimentos que
ministraram o ensino infantil, o ensino primério ou o ensino secundario, diminuiu 1
estabelecimento ao face o ano lectivo anterior, 94 eram estabelecimentos particulares e 15
oficiais; 76 daqueles estabelecimentos particulares integraram-se no sistema escolar de
escolaridade gratuita.

Em termos de niveis de ensino ministrado, 56 estabelecimentos (51,4% do total)
ministravam o ensino infantil, 70 (64,2%) o ensino primario; 57 (52,3%) 0 ensino
secundario®. Quanto & lingua veicular de ensino, 82,6% dos estabelecimentos é a chinesa.

Docente

No ano lectivo 2008/2009 o numero de docentes totalizou 4 847, ou seja, mais 5,1%
em relacdo ao ano lectivo 2007/2008. 93,2% dos docentes prestavam servico nos
estabelecimentos particulares. Por seu turno, constatou-se que 95,1% dos docentes tinham
como habilitagdes um curso superior; 73,6% eram do sexo feminino.

Na vertente do nivel de ensino ministrado: 548 (11,3%) professores leccionavam no
ensino infantil; 1727 (35,6%) professores no ensino primario; 2572 (53,1%) professores no
ensino secundario. No que respeita ao periodo de prestacdo de servi¢o no Territorio, 37,0%
ensinavam ha menos de 6 anos e 29,9% leccionaram durante 15 ou mais anos.

No que diz respeito ao local de nascimento, 50,4% dos docentes nasceram em Macau
e 36,1% na China Continental. A mediana das idades de docentes correspondeu aos 34,5
anos. Do total de docentes, 20,7% e 19,7% encontravam-se no grupo etario dos 25 aos 29
anos e dos 30 aos 34 anos, respectivamente.

Os estabelecimentos de ensino do Territério podem ministrar varios niveis de ensino em simultaneo, pelo que a soma das percentagens
poderd ultrapassar os 100%.

Pessoal ndo docente

Quanto ao pessoal administrativo, técnico e auxiliar ao servigo, registou-se uma
subida de 24,5%, passando de 1467 no ano lectivo 2007/2008 para 1 826 no ano lectivo
referéncia. Do total de pessoal ndo docente 71,5% eram do sexo feminino.

Alunos

O numero total

de alunos reduziu-se 5,1% relativamente ao final do ano lectivo

2007/2008, alcancando os 76 214 estudantes no final do ano lectivo 2008/2009, 95,9% dos

alunos frequentavam

estabelecimentos particulares. O nimero dos alunos do ensino

primario (27 481) e secundario (39 463) diminuiu 8,4% e 4,0%, respectivamente, ao passo
que, o do ensino infantil (9 270) subiu 1,3%; 51,5% dos alunos tinham o sexo masculino.

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Relativamente ao local de nascimento, 82,1% do total de alunos nasceram em Macau
e 13,4% na China Continental. A mediana de idades desses alunos foi de: 4,3 anos no
ensino infantil; 9,2 anos no ensino primario; 15,7 anos no ensino secundario.

Em termos de frequéncia escolar, salienta-se que a taxa de escolarizagcdo do ensino
infantil era de 95,4%, a do ensino primario era de 101,6%, a do ensino secundario era de
89,0%. No ano lectivo 2008/2009 registaram-se: 25,3 alunos por turma no ensino infantil;
30,9 alunos por turma no ensino primario; 35,0 alunos por turma no ensino secundario. A
relacdo docente/discente do ensino infantil, primario e secundéario era de 1 para 15,7.

No ano lectivo 2008/2009, sairam 1 964 alunos das escolas, ou seja, mais 3,9% em
relacdo aos 1 888 observados no ano lectivo de 2007/2008. Entre estes alunos, 65,8% e
23,7% frequentavam o ensino secundario e o0 ensino primario, respectivamente. As
principais causas da saida de alunos: do ensino primario foi “estudar fora de Macau”
(21,3%) e do ensino secundario foi a “desisténcia dos estudos” (24,9%).

Por seu turno, 84,0% dos alunos do 12° ano planearam frequentar cursos do ensino
superior no ano lectivo 2009/2010, aumentaram 7,6 pontos percentuais em relacdo ao ano
lectivo 2008/2009.

Financas

Os subsidios governamentais recebidos por estabelecimentos particulares no ano
lectivo 2008/2009 foram de 1,66 mil milhdes de Patacas que corresponderam a 77,5% das
receitas totais. As receitas e despesas medias de cada estabelecimento particular cifraram-
se em 28,25 e 20,24 milhGes de Patacas, respectivamente.

4. ENSINO ESPECIAL

Estabelecimentos

No ano lectivo 2008/2009 existia um total de 9 estabelecimentos do ensino especial,
sendo 6 oficiais e 3 particulares.

Pessoal ao servico

O numero total de professores foi de 108, tendo subido 31,7% em relagdo ao ano
lectivo 2007/2008. Assinala-se que 80,6% dos professores eram do sexo feminino. A idade
mediana dos professores no ensino especial correspondeu a 37,3 anos. A percentagem de
professores com habilitagdes equivalentes ao ensino superior era de 92,6%.

No que diz respeito ao pessoal administrativo, técnico e auxiliar existia um total de
261 individuos, dos quais 81,6% eram do sexo feminino.

Alunos

No final do ano lectivo 2008/2009, havia 482 alunos, isto €, mais 0,4% face ao ano
lectivo antecedente; 65,1% eram do sexo masculino. A idade mediana dos alunos equivaleu
a 12,3 anos e a taxa de aprovagédo atingiu 11,0%. A relagcdo entre docente e discente no
final do ano lectivo foi de 1 para 4,5.

5. ENSINO RECORRENTE

No ano lectivo 2008/2009, havia 12 estabelecimentos que proporcionaram cursos do
ensino recorrente, sendo 4 oficiais e 8 particulares.

Pessoal ao servico

O numero total de professores foi de 236, assinala-se que 54,2% dos professores eram
do sexo feminino. A idade mediana dos professores no ensino recorrente situou-se nos 34,1
anos.

Com relacdo aos docentes realca-se que 5,5% ministraram 0 ensino primario
recorrente e 94,5% o ensino secundario recorrente. No que respeita ao periodo de prestacéo
de servico no Territorio, 36,9% ensinavam h& menos de 6 anos e 23,7% leccionaram
durante 15 ou mais anos.

Registaram-se 63 outros trabalhadores no ensino recorrente.

Alunos

No final do ano lectivo 2008/2009 havia 2 880 alunos, que subiram 6,3% em relagéo
ao ano lectivo precedente. Daqueles 56,4% eram do sexo masculino. No ensino primario
recorrente estudaram 303 (10,5%) de alunos e no ensino secundario estavam 2577 (89,5%).

Relativamente ao local de nascimento dos alunos, 74,4% nasceram em Macau e
21,3% na China Continental. A idade mediana dos alunos no ensino recorrente foi de 21,2
anos.

A relacdo entre docente e discente do ensino recorrente no final do ano lectivo foi de
1 para 13,6. A taxa de aprovacao/finalista dos alunos correspondeu a 56,6%, tendo-se
registado 13,5% no ensino primario recorrente e 61,7% no ensino secundario.

6. EDUCACAO DE ADULTOS

Estabelecimentos

No periodo de Setembro de 2008 a Agosto de 2009, 137 estabelecimentos que
realizaram cursos para adultos, dos quais 94,2% (129) exploraram principalmente
actividades relativas ao ensino. O nimero de salas de aula destes estabelecimentos era de
823 unidades, onde estavam instalados 4 628 computadores, dos quais 70,4% destinavam-
se directamente as actividades pedagdgicas.

Cursos

No periodo de referéncia foram ministrados nos estabelecimentos de educacdo para
adultos 2 193 cursos a 6 607 turmas. Em termos da duragéo dos cursos: 78,1% tiveram uma
duragéo inferior a 4 meses, sendo que a 70,7% daquela percentagem corresponderam a uma
duracdo média inferior ou igual a 30 horas; e 5,5% de total a duracdo tiveram uma igual ou
superior a um ano. Os cursos mais realizados foram os das areas de humanidades,
administrac@o e comércio, que representaram 23,8% e 19,7% do total, respectivamente.

Pessoal ao servico

Registaram-se 1 628 professores no ano lectivo de 2008/2009, observou-se pois uma
reducdo de 3,3% face ao ano lectivo 2007/2008. Do total de professores, 62,3%
leccionavam a tempo parcial; 59,9% dos professores eram do sexo masculino. A idade
mediana dos professores da educacdo de adultos foi de 42,3 anos.

Relativamente as habilitacdes académicas, 64,8% dos professores possuiam curso
superior. Salienta-se que 29,9% dos professores tinham cursos correspondentes a area de
humanidades. Por seu turno, 25,6% e 23,4%, leccionaram cursos nos ambitos de artes e de
humanidades, respectivamente. Além disso, 46,9% dos professores nasceram em Macau e
33,4% na China Continental.

O pessoal administrativo, técnico e auxiliar ao servigo totalizou 1 058 individuos, que
equivaleram a uma subida de 17,6%, em comparagdo com o ano lectivo precedente.

No ano lectivo de 2008/2009 estavam matriculados 129 146 alunos com idade igual
ou superior a 15 anos, que caiu 1,0% em relagdo ao ano lectivo precedente; 58,7% dos
alunos eram do sexo feminino. A idade mediana era de 33,0 anos.

No que concerne aos cursos frequentados, 70,8% dos alunos matriculados
inscreveram-se em cursos cuja duracdo era inferior a 4 meses, seguem-se 0S CUrsos nos
ambitos da administracdo e comércio e das humanidades frequentados por 19,8% e 13,7%
dos estudantes, respectivamente.

A relacdo docente/discente no ano lectivo em analise foi de 1 para 79,3. A taxa de
aprovacédo dos alunos era de 83,0%, traduzindo uma subida de 3,6 pontos percentuais face
ao ano lectivo 2007/2008.

7. CENTROS DE APOIO PEDAGOGICO COMPLEMENTAR

Estabelecimentos

No ano lectivo 2008/2009 existia um total de 152 centros de explicagdes ou seja, mais
5,6% face ao ano lectivo 2007/2008; 27,6% dos centros de explicagdes tinha capacidade
para 11 a 20 explicandos e 18,4% tinha capacidade superior a 50 explicandos.

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No ano lectivo de 2008/2009, o nimero de trabalhadores ao servigo era de 1 073, isto
é, mais 4,9% face ao ano lectivo 2007/2008, dos quais 76,0% eram do sexo feminino.
Destaca-se que os explicadores representaram 67,8% do total.

Explicandos dos centros de explicacoes

No ano lectivo de 2008/2009, 5 067 explicandos procuraram os centros de explicacGes,
mais 5,9% face ao ano lectivo 2007/2008, destes 53,6% eram do sexo masculino. A
maioria dos explicandos pertenciam ao grupo etario dos 6 aos 10 anos e dos 11 aos 15 anos,
com 46,3% e 37,0% do total, respectivamente. Além disso, os explicandos que tinham
idade inferior ou igual a 5 anos, representaram 11,9% do total.

A maior parte dos explicandos que recorreu ao centros de explicagédo foram 3 586, 0s
do ensino primario, representando o seu peso 70,8% em relagdo ao total.

1. OVERVIEW

In the 2008/2009 academic year, there were 12 institutions of higher education; a total
of 109 schools offering pre-primary, primary and secondary (including vocational-technical)
education, of which 94 were private schools with 76 being within the free education system;
moreover, there were 9 schools offering special education.

At the end of the 2008/2009 academic year, there were 20917 students attending
higher education, up by 11.6% over the previous academic year, with local students
accounting for 69.2%. In addition, pre-primary, primary and secondary education had
76214 students and special education had 482 students. Compared with the previous
academic year, number of primary and secondary students decreased by 8.4% and 4.0%
respectively, while those in pre-primary and special education rose by 1.3% and 0.4%.

Total number of teachers engaging in higher education was 1812; those teaching in
pre-primary, primary and secondary education totalled 4847; 108 were teaching in special
education.

Teacher/student ratio for higher education was 1 to 11.5; the ratio for pre-primary,
primary and secondary education was 1 to 15.7 and that for special education was 1 to 4.5.

As regards the enrolment rate, higher education stood at 40.4%, pre-primary education
at 95.4%, primary education at 101.6% and secondary education at 89.0%. The class
promotion rate for pre-primary, primary and secondary education was 99.1%, 94.4% and
87.0% respectively.

The Education Survey for 2008/2009 academic year also covered 12 schools providing
recurrent education, 137 establishments providing adult education and 152 private tutorial
centres.

Number of students attending recurrent education increased by 6.3% from the previous
academic year to 2 880; course enrolment of adult education totalled 129 146, down by 1.0%
year-on-year. The class promotion rate for recurrent education was 56.6% and the course
completion rate for adult education was 83.0%.

Meanwhile, there were 5067 students receiving auxiliary tutorial services at 152
private tutorial centres, with 70.8% being primary students and 15.5% being secondary
students.
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Overview

In the 2008/2009 academic year, a total of 11451 cases of student grants and loans was
conceded by government departments, banks, foundations, etc., with the total amount
increasing by 28.5% year-on-year to MOP230 million. Among them, 5171 cases, amounting
to MOP130 million, required reimbursement. The average amount of grants per applicant
studying in higher education and secondary education was MOP23641 and MOP2463
respectively.

As regards the 2009/2010 academic year, a total of 33 007 students enrolled in higher
education and 73 782 students in pre-primary, primary and secondary education.

2. HIGHER EDUCATION

Institutions

In the 2008/2009 academic year, there were 12 recognized institutions of higher
education, of which 4 were public and 8 were private. A total of 6 882 computers were
furnished in the 11 higher institutions organizing courses in the academic year and 45.8%
were dedicated for teaching purposes.

Teachers

Total number of teaching staff increased by 3.0% year-on-year to 1 812, with 68.1%
of male.

There were 97.5% teaching staff had higher education, with 23.4% majoring in
Business and administration and 18.0% in Humanities. Analyzed by status in employment,
48.7% were teaching full-time and 51.3% teaching part-time. Regarding the place of birth,
42.2% were born in Mainland China, 20.1% in Macao and 16.6% in Hong Kong. Median
age of the teaching staff was 43.5.

Non-teaching staff

Total number of administrative, technical and auxiliary staff went up by 5.5% to
1405; 54.2% were female.

Number of higher education graduates totalled 4 932 in the 2008/2009 academic
year and 60.3% were female; meanwhile, 64.4% were graduates of bachelor degree
programmes, 22.0% of associate degree/diploma programmes and 10.8% of master
degree programmes. In addition, 34.7% were graduates of Business and administration.

Finance

In the 2008/2009 academic year, government subsidies allocated to institutions of
higher education amounted to MOP940 million, representing 52.4% of the total revenue
of the institutions. Total revenue and expenditure of these institutions amounted to
MOP1.79 billion and MOP1.52 billion respectively.

3. PRE-PRIMARY, PRIMARY AND SECONDARY EDUCATION

Schools

In the 2008/2009 academic year, there were 109 schools providing pre-primary,
primary or secondary education, less by 1 school year-on-year. Among them, 15 were
public schools and 94 were private schools, of which 76 were within the free education
system.

By the level of education, 56 schools (51.4% of total) offered pre-primary education,
70 (64.2%) offered primary education and 57 (52.3%) offered secondary education®. In
terms of the medium of instruction, 82.6% used Chinese as the principal medium of
instruction.

Teachers

In the 2008/2009 academic year, number of teachers increased by 5.1% over the
previous academic year to 4 847, with 93.2% teaching in private schools. Moreover, 95.1%
of the teachers had higher education and 73.6% were female.

Analyzed by level of instruction, 548 (11.3%) teacher were teaching in pre-primary
education, 1727 (35.6%) in primary education and 2572 (53.1%) in secondary education.
In terms of teaching experience, 37.0% have been teaching in Macao for less than 6 years
and 29.9% for 15 years or more.

As regards the place of birth, 50.4% were born in Macao and 36.1% in Mainland
China. Median age of the teachers was 34.5, with the majority aged 25-29 (20.7%) and
30-34 (19.7%).

(39 463) decreased by 8.4% and 4.0% respectively, while pre-primary students (9 270) rose
by 1.3%; 95.9% of the students were attending private schools; male students accounted for
51.5% of the total.

In addition, 84.0% of the Form Six students were planning to pursue higher education
in the 2009/2010 academic year, an increase of 7.6 percentage points from the previous
academic year.

Total government subsidies granted to private schools amounted to MOP1.66 billion
in the 2008/2009 academic year, corresponding to 77.5% of the total revenue of private
schools.

Schools

In the 2008/2009 academic year, there were 9 schools offering special education, of
which 6 were public and 3 were private.

5. RECURRENT EDUCATION

In the 2008/2009 academic year, there were 12 schools providing recurrent education,
of which 4 were public and 8 were private.

Staff

Number of teachers engaging in recurrent education totalled 236 and 54.2% were
female. Median age of the teachers was 34.1.

Teachers engaging in primary and secondary education accounted for 5.5% and
94.5% respectively. In terms of teaching experience, 36.9% had been teaching in Macao for
less than 6 years and 23.7% for 15 years or more.

There were 63 other staff in recurrent education.

Students

Number of students went up by 6.3% year-on-year to 2 880 at the end of 2008/2009
academic year, and 56.4% were male. Regarding the level of education, 303 (10.5%) were
students of primary education and 2577 (89.5%) were of secondary education.

With respect to the place of birth, 74.4% were born in Macao and 21.3% in Mainland
China. Median age of the students was 21.2.

The teacher/student ratio of the recurrent education was 1 to 13.6; the class
promotion/graduation rate was 56.6%, with 13.5% in primary education and 61.7% in
secondary education.

6. ADULT EDUCATION

Establishments

There were 137 establishments offering adult education from September 2008 to
August 2009, of which 94.2% (129) engaged mainly in educational activities. These
establishments had a total of 823 classrooms and 4 628 computers, 70.4% of the computers
were dedicated for teaching purposes.

Courses

In the reference period, these establishments organized 2 193 courses, totalling 6 607
classes. Analyzed by course duration, 78.1% ran for shorter than four months, with 70.7%
having a duration of 30 hours or less; moreover, 5.5% of the courses ran for one year or
longer. The majority of courses were in Humanities, and Business and administration,
accounting for 23.8% and 19.7% respectively.

Staff

Total number of teachers engaging in adult education went down by 3.3% year-on-
year to 1 628; 62.3% were teaching on a part-time basis; 59.9% of the teachers were male;
median age of the teachers was 42.3.

With respect to educational attainment of teachers, 64.8% had higher education and
29.9% majored in Humanities. By type of courses, 25.6% were teaching courses in Arts
and 23.4% in Humanities. In addition, 46.9% were born in Macao and 33.4% in Mainland
China.

Total number of administrative, technical and auxiliary staff went up by 17.6%
to 1058.

2. GLOSSARY

Students enrolled

Students who have completed the admission process at a school or educational
institution/ establishment.

Free education

Free education covers public schools providing pre-primary, primary, secondary
(including vocational-technical) and special education, as well as private schools
that have joined the free education system. Free education refers to the exemption
from the payment of tuition fees, service charges including those on enrolment,
issuance of certificates, etc.

Type of education

- Higher education

Refers to instruction by theory, practice and the like in science, culture and
technology; it includes universities and institutions providing associate degree
or diploma programmes.

- Pre-primary, primary and secondary education

Refers to systematic education designed and intended for children and young
people by which they may progress from pre-primary through secondary
education; secondary education includes vocational-technical education.

- Special education

Refers to education designed and intended for students who have special needs,
such as gifted children and students with mental, sensory, corporal and
communication problems, etc., to cope with their mental and physical
development.

- Recurrent education
Designed and intended for students who have not attended or completed
primary or secondary education at the respective age group.

- Adult education

Refers to organized and systematic learning activities outside primary,
secondary or higher education, that are designed for individuals aged 15 and
above.

Enrolment rate

The ratio of the number of students studying in a specified educational level as at
the end of the academic year to the end-year population of a specified age group.

Age groups are defined as follows: 3 to 5 years old for pre-primary, 6 to 11 years
old for primary, 12 to 17 years old for secondary and 18 to 22 years old for higher
education.

Class promotion rate/ course completion rate

Class promotion rate refers to the number of passed students or graduates
expressed as a percentage of the number of students as at end of the academic
year. For adult education, the course completion rate is applied, which refers to
the ratio of the number of students who have completed the course to the number
of students enrolled on the course.

Teachers / students ratio

It shows the number of students per teacher as at end of the academic year.

Private tutorial centres

Private organizations that render guidance and assistance to students in their
academic studies after the curricular hours, which include private tutorial classes,
private tutorial centres, reading rooms and similar institutions.
