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Informacdo global

1. INFORMACAO GLOBAL

No ano lectivo 2005/2006 existiam em Macau 135 estabelecimentos ou institui¢des
a leccionar o ensino curricular, dos quais 123 estabelecimentos ministravam os ensinos
pré-escolar, primario, secundario, educacéo técnica e profissional (ensino ndo superior) e
0s restantes 12, o ensino superior, sendo todos reconhecidos pelo Governo da Regido
Administrativa Especial de Macau®.

Além dos estabelecimentos acima mencionados, existiam ainda em Macau 12 que
ministravam o ensino especial (das quais 5 escolas proporcionaram 0s ensinos pré-escolar,
primario, secundario) e 133 a educacao de adultos. Alargou-se pela primeira vez o ambito
de inquiricdo aos 154 centros de apoio pedagdgico complementar particular (centros de
explicagdes).

Em termos de localizagdo, verificou-se que a freguesia de N. Sra. de Fatima,
apresenta 0 nimero mais elevado de estabelecimentos do ensino curricular (28,9%),
seguindo-se as freguesias da Sé (23,7%) e do St° Antonio (16,3%). Os estabelecimentos
do ensino especial situam-se principalmente na freguesia de N. Sra. de Fatima (58,3%),
enquanto que os de educacao de adultos se situam na freguesia da Sé (31,6%).

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O numero total de docentes do ensino curricular foi de 6 073. Do total de
professores, 4 526 leccionaram no ensino ndo superior € 1 547 no ensino superior. No
ensino ndo superior, mais de 70,0% dos professores eram do sexo feminino, mas no
ensino superior 69,1% dos professores eram do sexo masculino. No que concerne ao
pessoal docente do ensino especial e da educacdo de adultos, havia 100 e 1727
professores, respectivamente. Os explicadores e assistentes dos centros de explicacdes
totalizaram 770 pessoas, das quais 72,7% eram do sexo feminino.

Uma institui¢do ndo ministrou cursos a nivel do ensino superior nesse periodo de referéncia.
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Informacdo global

O pessoal administrativo, técnico e auxiliar ao servico foi desempenhado
fundamentalmente pelo sexo feminino, representando a maior percentagem (66,8%) e era
composto por 1216 pessoas no ensino nao superior, 856 no ensino superior, 186 no
ensino especial, 741 na educacdo de adultos e 275 nos centros de explicacdes.

No final do ano lectivo de 2005/2006, 107 325 alunos frequentavam 0 ensino
curricular: 91 398 alunos estudavam no ensino ndo superior e 15 927 alunos estudavam
no ensino superior. Em relacdo ao ano lectivo de 2004/2005, o nimero total de alunos
desceu 1,0%. A relagdo docente/discente correspondeu a 1 para 17,7. Por seu turno, 514
alunos frequentaram o ensino especial e 103 553 estudaram em estabelecimentos que
ministravam a educacdo de adultos. Além disso, 5 153 alunos frequentaram centros de
apoio pedagdgico complementar particular.

Com relagdo a taxa de escolarizagdo, verificou-se que a do ensino pre-escolar foi
de 95,6%, enquanto que a do ensino primario, secundario (incluindo a educago técnica e
profissional) e superior foram, respectivamente, de 101,6%; 92,2% e 34,0%. Registaram-
-se taxas de aprovagdo: de 88,7% no ensino ndo superior; de 37,4% no ensino especial e
de 79,1% na educacéo de adultos.

Durante o ano lectivo 2005/2006 os organismos do Governo, bancos, instituigdes e
fundagdes concederam 7 056 bolsas de estudo, que atingiram o montante de 111,893
milhGes de Patacas. O montante médio de bolsa por aluno do ensino secundéario foi de
5 649 Patacas e 0 montante médio de bolsa por aluno do ensino superior foi de 18 955
Patacas.

2.  ENSINO CURRICULAR

2.1 Ensinos pré-escolar, primario, secundario e educacdo técnica e
profissional (ensinos nao superior)

Estabelecimentos

No ano lectivo de 2005/2006 existiam no Territério 123 estabelecimentos que
ministraram o ensino ndo superior. Relativamente a modalidade das instituicGes,
104 (84,6%) eram estabelecimentos particulares e 19 oficiais, o que significa que os
estabelecimentos particulares continuam a ser um componente principal do sistema
educacional de Macau. Desde a implementacdo na rede escolar do ensino basico, universal
e gratuito no ano lectivo de 1995/1996, a maior parte dos estabelecimentos particulares
aderiu a esta rede. Dos 104 estabelecimentos particulares existentes no ano lectivo de
2005/2006, 83 ja tinham aderido a escolaridade gratuita.

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Relativamente ao nivel de escolaridade, 45,5% estabelecimentos ministravam o
ensino pré-escolar; 62,6% o0 ensino primario; 47,2% o ensino secundario e 4,1% a
educacéo técnica e profissional. Os estabelecimentos que administravam simultaneamente
0s primeiros trés ensinos correspondem a 9,8%". Quanto & lingua veicular de ensino, a
mais representativa é a chinesa (83,7%). A maioria dos estabelecimentos (91,1%) funciona
em regime diurno.

Os estabelecimentos de ensino do Territério podem ministrar vérios niveis de ensino em simultaneo, pelo que a soma das percentagens
poderd ultrapassar 0s 100%.
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Pessoal ao servico

No ano lectivo 2005/2006 existiam 4 526 que pertenciam ao pessoal docente, o que
significa um aumento de 1,5% relativamente ao ano lectivo 2004/2005. A maior parte dos
docentes (90,9% do total) prestavam servico nos estabelecimentos particulares. Na vertente
do nivel de ensino ministrado: 9,9% dos professores leccionavam no ensino pré-escolar;
36,1% no primario; 51,0% no secundario e 3,1% na educacdo técnica e profissional.

Relativamente a distribuicdo dos docentes por sexo, 72,4% eram do sexo feminino. A
mediana das idades do total de docentes era de 33,9 anos. Do total de docentes, 22,4%
encontravam-se no grupo etario dos 25 a 29 anos.

No que diz respeito ao local de nascimento, 47,9% dos docentes nasceram em Macau
e 40,1% na China Continental. No que respeita ao periodo de prestagdo de servi¢co no
Territorio, 37,7% ensinavam ha menos de 6 anos e 27,4% leccionaram durante 15 e mais
anos. Constatou-se que 94,3% dos docentes tinham como habilitagdes um curso superior, 0
que representa um aumento de 1,3 pontos percentuais em relagdo ao ano lectivo anterior.

Quanto ao pessoal administrativo, técnico e auxiliar ao servico, registou-se uma
descida de 2,7% em relagdo ao ano lectivo anterior. Do total de 1 216 pessoas, 76,1% eram
do sexo feminino.

Alunos

O numero total de alunos no final do ano lectivo 2005/2006 era de 91 398, tendo
caido 3,2% relativamente ao ano lectivo anterior, dos quais 51,3% eram do sexo masculino
e 48,7% do sexo feminino. O nimero de nados-vivos continuou a baixar de 7 913 no ano
de 1988 para 3 162 no ano de 2002, registando-se uma quebra superior a 60,0%. Por isso
mesmo, observou-se uma tendéncia descendente do nimero de alunos de diversos niveis de
ensino em diferentes anos lectivos, nomeadamente dos alunos do ensino pré-escolar que
diminuiram desde o ano lectivo de 1991/1992 e dos alunos do ensino primario que
desceram desde o ano lectivo de 1999/2000. Apds um continuo crescimento do nimero de
alunos do ensino secundario registado nos ultimos anos, o numero de alunos deste ensino
reduziu-se ligeiramente no ano lectivo de 2005/2006, ou seja -0,2%, como consequéncia da
queda do nimero de nados-vivos no século passado.

Quanto a modalidade das instituicdes, pode dizer-se que 94,7% dos alunos
frequentavam estabelecimentos particulares. Relativamente ao local de nascimento, 82,2%
do total de alunos nasceram em Macau e 14,2% na China Continental.

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Em termos de frequéncia escolar, salienta-se que a taxa de escolarizagcdo do ensino
pré-escolar era de 95,6%, a do primario era de 101,6%, a do secundario era de 87,7% e a
da educacdo técnica e profissional era de 4,5%. O numero de alunos por turma nos Ultimos
anos apresentou uma tendéncia descendente. No ano lectivo 2005/2006, registaram-se 30,4
alunos no ensino pré-escolar; 35,8 alunos no primario; 42,0 alunos no secundario e 27,7
alunos na educacdo técnica e profissional. No ano lectivo 2005/2006, a relacdo

docente/discente era de 1 para 20,2.

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No ano lectivo 2005/2006, sairam 2 688 alunos, houve um decréscimo de 7,5% em
relacdo ao ano lectivo de 2004/2005. Entre estes alunos, 13,8% e 80,5% frequentavam o
ensino primario e secundario (inclui o secundéario técnico-profissional), respectivamente.
As principais causas da saida de alunos: do ensino priméario foram “saida do Territorio”
(28,4%) e “transferéncia de escola no Territério” (17,8%); do ensino secundario foram
“emprego” (35,6%), ou seja, +0,9 pontos percentuais face ao ano lectivo 2004/2005. A
partir do ano lectivo de 2004/2005, o “emprego” foi a principal causa da saida dos alunos
do ensino secundario, uma vez que uma parte dos alunos foi atraida para 0 mercado de
trabalho, devido ao desenvolvimento acelerado do sector do jogo e turismo. Por seu turno,
os alunos do ensino secundario (12° ano) que planearam frequentar cursos do ensino
superior no ano lectivo 2006/2007 atingiram 58,5%, diminuiu 1,1 pontos percentuais em

relagéo ao ano lectivo 2005/2006.
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Financiamento

As receitas e despesas médias de cada estabelecimento particular cifraram-se em
12,31 e 10,16 milhdes de Patacas respectivamente. Os subsidios governamentais recebidos
por estes estabelecimentos no ano lectivo 2005/2006 foram de 628 milhdes de Patacas,
correspondentes a 49,1% das receitas totais.

2.2 ENSINO SUPERIOR

Instituicdes

No ano lectivo 2005/2006 continuaram a registar-se 12 institui¢cdes de ensino superior
reconhecidas pelo Governo da RAEM, das quais uma ndo ministrou cursos ao nivel do
ensino superior no ano lectivo em analise. Em termos de modalidade das institui¢Ges,
continuam a existir 4 estabelecimentos de ensino superior oficiais e 8 particulares. As 11
instituicbes que leccionam o ensino superior e ministram cursos possuem 5217
computadores, dos quais 50,5% destinam-se directamente a actividade pedagogica.

Pessoal ao servico

O pessoal docente no ano lectivo 2005/2006 era constituido por 1 547 professores, 0
que traduz um aumento de 3,1%, relativamente ao ano lectivo de 2004/2005. Do pessoal
docente, 69,1% era do sexo masculino, enquanto que 30,9% eram do sexo feminino. O
pessoal administrativo, técnico e auxiliar ao servigo, era composto por um total de 856
individuos, o que significa uma subida de 2,9% em relacdo ao ano lectivo 2004/2005.

O numero de professores com habilitagdes académicos de nivel superior atingiu 99,0%
do total, dos quais 24,6% tinham formacg&o no &mbito da Administracdo e comércio e 17,0%
no a&mbito das Humanidades. Relativamente ao regime de trabalho, 46,7% dos professores
leccionaram a tempo inteiro e 53,3% a tempo parcial. Quanto a sua naturalidade, destaca-se
que 42,6% nasceram na China Continental; 20,1% em Macau e 16,2% em Hong Kong. A
mediana das idades dos docentes foi de 42,8 anos.

Alunos

Verificou-se que o numero de alunos no final do ano lectivo de 2005/2006 foi de
15927°, ou seja, subiu 14,0% em relacdo ao ano lectivo precedente. A mediana de idades
dos alunos foi de 22,9 anos, sendo igual a observada no ano lectivo de 2004/2005. Note-se
que 49,6% dos alunos pertencem ao grupo etario dos 20 a 24 anos. Relativamente ao local de
nascimento dos alunos, 62,7% sd@o naturais de Macau. Segundo os documentos de identidade
que os alunos apresentaram no acto da matricula, 73,5% dos alunos eram residentes e 26,5%
ndo residentes, ou seja, +5,2 pontos percentuais, face ao ano lectivo 2004/2005.

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Os alunos que frequentaram os cursos de licenciatura atingiram 61,3%, 0s de
bacharelato/diploma 21,4% e, os de mestrado 13,6%. Relativamente aos cursos mais
frequentados, destacam-se a administracdo e comércio e 0s servigcos pessoais. Salienta-se
que 0s cursos de servigos pessoais cresceram significativamente 43,2% em compara¢do com
0 ano lectivo 2004/2005. Estes cursos incluem as &reas de turismo, jogo e hotel, etc..
Significa que cada vez mais alunos se dedicam a ramos de actividade conexos.

No ano lectivo de 2005/2006, existiam 3 698 graduados no ensino superior, dos quais
60,8% eram do sexo feminino. Do total de finalistas, 25,4% obtiveram o grau de
bacharelato/diploma, 59,6% o de licenciatura e 11,5% o de mestrado. A maior parte dos
finalistas formou-se em cursos no ambito de administracdo e comércio, que atingiu 35,1%
do total.

A taxa de escolarizacdo no ano lectivo de 2005/2006 foi de 34,0%. A relacdo
docente/discente no final do ano correspondeu a 1 para 10,3.

Financiamento

Os subsidios governamentais recebidos pelas institui¢des do ensino superior nesse ano
lectivo cifraram-se em 580 milhGes de Patacas. As receitas e despesas totais destas
instituicdes foi, respectivamente, de 1 160 e 990 milhdes de Patacas.
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3. OUTROS TIPOS DE ENSINO

3.1. ENSINO ESPECIAL

Estabelecimentos

Ensino especial

No ano lectivo 2005/2006 existia um total de 12 estabelecimentos do ensino especial
(dos quais 5 estabelecimentos proporcionaram também o ensino curricular). Existiam
tantos estabelecimentos oficiais quantos particulares.

Pessoal docente

O numero total de professores foi de 100, diminuindo 3,8% em relacdo ao ano lectivo
2004/2005. Assinala-se que 83,0% dos professores eram do sexo feminino, enquanto que
17,0% eram do sexo masculino. A idade mediana dos professores no ensino especial foi de
37,3 anos. A percentagem dos professores com habilitagcdes equivalentes ao ensino superior

era de 91,0%.

No que diz respeito ao pessoal administrativo, técnico e auxiliar existia um total de
186, dos quais 84,4% eram do sexo feminino.

Alunos

O ndmero de alunos no ensino especial tem descido desde o ano lectivo 2001/2002.
No final do ano lectivo 2005/2006, o numero de alunos foi de 514, dos quais 63,4% eram
do sexo masculino. Em relagdo ao ano lectivo precedente, o nimero de alunos desceu 7,4%.
A idade mediana dos alunos no ensino especial foi de 12,2 anos e a taxa de aprovacgdo de
37,4%. A relagéo professor/aluno no final do ano lectivo foi de 1 para 5,1.

3.2. EDUCACAO DE ADULTOS

Estabelecimentos

A recolha de informagdes relativas ao “Inquérito a educacdo de adultos™ foi
efectuada junto de 133 estabelecimentos que levaram a cabo programas educacionais no
periodo de Agosto de 2005 a Julho de 2006, inclusivé, sendo 110 os estabelecimentos
explorando principalmente actividades de ensino. O nimero de salas de aula destes
estabelecimentos era de 811 unidades, enquanto que o de equipamentos computadorizados
totalizou as 3 861 unidades, das quais 66,7% eram computadores destinados directamente a
actividades pedagdgicas.

Cursos

No ano lectivo 2005/2006 foram ministrados nos estabelecimentos de educagédo para
adultos 1 615 cursos em 4 896 turmas. De entre 0s cursos e as turmas realizados 93,4% e
94,3%, respectivamente foram oferecidos por estabelecimentos que exploram,
principalmente, actividades de ensino. Em termos da duracdo dos cursos, 71,6% tiveram
uma duragdo inferior a 4 meses, 6,4% um ano ou mais. Dos cursos com uma duragio
inferior a 4 meses, 75,3% tinham uma durabilidade média inferior ou igual a 30 horas. Os
mais oferecidos foram os cursos relacionados com humanidades, administracao e comércio,
com 28,7% e 19,8%, respectivamente.

Pessoal ao servico

Dos 1727 professores registados no ano lectivo de 2005/2006, observou-se um
acréscimo de 4,1% face ao ano lectivo 2004/2005. Do total de professores, 64,4%
leccionavam a tempo parcial e 59,8% eram do sexo masculino. O pessoal administrativo,
técnico e auxiliar ao servigo totalizou 741 individuos, que correspondem a uma subida de
3,5%.

Relativamente as habilitacdes académicas, 66,1% dos professores possuiam curso
superior. Salienta-se que 30,9% dos professores frequentaram o curso da area de
humanidades. Por seu turno, 24,7% e 20,3%, leccionaram cursos nos ambitos de
humanidades e de artes respectivamente. A idade mediana do total de professores foi de
40,9 anos. Além disso, 44,5% nasceram em Macau e 33,4% na China Continental.

Alunos

No ano lectivo de 2005/2006 estavam matriculados 103 553 alunos com idade igual
ou superior a 15 anos, dos quais 57,2% eram do sexo feminino. A idade mediana era de
30,4 anos. Relativamente ao ano lectivo de 2004/2005, o nimero de alunos cresceu 15,7%,
enguanto que a mediana de idade subiu 1,2 anos.

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No que concerne aos cursos frequentados, 93,1% dos alunos matriculados
inscreveram-se em cursos cuja duracdo era inferior a um ano. Em termos de estudantes,
21,2% do total frequentava cursos relacionados com servicos de transportes. Seguem-se 0S
cursos nos &mbitos de humanidades e administragdo e comercio com 20,9% e 16,6% dos
estudantes, respectivamente.

A taxa de concluséo de cursos foi de 79,1% e a relacdo docente/discente era de
1 para 60,0.

4. INQUERITO AO CENTROS DE APOIO PEDAGOGICO
COMPLEMENTAR PARTICULAR

O inquérito tem objectivo conhecer o nimero de alunos e trabalhadores, etc., uma vez
que nos ultimos anos existiam em Macau muitos centros de explicagdes.

Ambito

O ambito do inquérito abrange os centros de explicacbes que tinham licengas de
autorizacdo emitidas pela Direcgdo dos Servicos de Educagdo e Juventude (DSEJ) ou
efectuaram um registo na DSEJ e outro na Direc¢do dos Servicos de Finangas para o exercicio
de actividade. Realizou-se o Inquérito aos Centros de Apoio Pedagdgico Complementar
Particular 2006 junto de 226 centros de explicaces. Foram recolhidos 154 questionarios.

Estabelecimentos

Os centros de explicagdes que tinham 11 a 20 alunos representavam 25,2% do total (a
percentagem mais elevada).

Pessoal ao servico

De acordo com as informacdes fornecidas pelos 154 centros de explica¢Ges, no ano
lectivo de 2005/2006, o nimero de trabalhadores ao que tinham servico era de 1 045, dos
quais 23,9% eram do sexo masculino e 76,1% do sexo feminino. Destaca-se que 0S
explicadores e assistentes representaram 49,8% e 23,9% do total, respectivamente.

Com relagdo aos explicadores 31,5% possuiam o ensino secundario complementar/
preparatorio, 26,3% concluiram o ensino secundario geral, 12,1% detinham magistério/
diploma e 14,1% tinham outros cursos do ensino superior. Relativamente ao regime de
trabalho, 70,8% eram explicadores a tempo parcial, dos quais 71,2% eram do sexo
feminino. Por seu turno, dos explicadores a tempo inteiro, 86,2% eram do sexo feminino.

Alunos

No ano lectivo de 2005/2006, 5 153 alunos procuraram 0s servic¢os de apoio de estudo,
destes 56,4% eram do sexo masculino e 43,6% do sexo feminino. A maioria destes alunos
pertenciam ao grupo etario dos 6 aos 10 anos e dos 11 aos 15 anos, com 44,9% e 35,4%
respectivamente.

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Overview

1. OVERVIEW

In the academic year 2005/2006, there were 135 schools or institutions providing
regular education. Among them, 123 schools offered pre-primary, primary, secondary or
vocational-technical secondary education (non-tertiary education), 12 institutions® (10
higher education institutions and 2 research institutions) provided higher education that
were recognized by the Government of Macao Special Administrative Region.

In addition, there were 12 schools offering special education (5 also rendered
pre-primary, primary and secondary education). With regard to adult education, 133
establishments were included; meanwhile, the survey coverage was extended, for the first
time, to include information on 154 private tutorial centres.

The majority of schools of regular education were located in the parish of N.S. de
Fatima (28.9%), Sé (23.7%) and St. Antdnio (16.3%). More than half of the schools
offering special education were located in the parish of N.S. de Fatima (58.3%), while the
establishments offering adult education were more concentrated in the parish of Sé

(31.6%).

Number of teachers engaged in regular education totalled 6 073, which increased by
1.9% over the academic year 2004/2005. Among them, 4 526 were teaching in non-tertiary
education and 1547 in higher education. About 70% of the teachers in non-tertiary
education were female, while male shared a larger proportion (69.1%) in higher education.
Number of teachers engaged in special education and adult education was 100 and 1 727
respectively. Of the 770 tutors and tutorial assistants working at the private tutorial centres,
72.7% were female.

& One of the institutions of higher education did not offer courses in the reference academic year.
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Most of the administrative, technical and auxiliary staff were female (66.8%), with
1216 working in non-tertiary education, 856 in higher education, 186 in special
education, 741 in adult education and 275 in private tutorial centres.

At the end of the academic year 2005/2006, number of students totalled 107 325 in
regular education, down by 1.0% over the previous academic year, with 91 398 in non-
tertiary education and 15 927 in higher education. The teacher/student ratio in the system of
regular education was 1 to 17.7. Students attending special education totalled 514, those
enrolled in adult education were 103 553; besides, 5 153 received auxiliary tutorial services
at the private tutorial centres.

The enrolment rate was 95.6% for pre-primary education, 101.6% for primary
education, 92.2% for secondary (including vocational-technical secondary) education and
34.0% for higher education. The promotion rate for non-tertiary education was 88.7% and
37.4% for special education whereas the course completion rate for adult education was
79.1%.

During the academic year 2005/2006, a total of MOP111 million of study grants and
loans was conceded by government departments, banks, institutions and foundations to
7 056 applicants. The average amount of grants per applicant in secondary education was
MOPS5 649 and the average per applicant in higher education was MOP18 955.
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2. REGULAR EDUCATION

2.1 Pre-primary, Primary, Secondary, Vocational-technical Secondary
Education (non-tertiary education)

Schools

In the academic year 2005/2006, there were 123 schools providing non-tertiary
education in Macao, of which 104 (84.6%) were private schools and 19 were public schools,
reflecting the continuous importance of private schools as a principal component of the local
educational system. Since the implementation of the universal basic education in the academic
year 1995/1996, most of the private schools had joined the network, totalling 83 out of the 104
private schools for the reference academic year.

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Regarding the level of education, 45.5% offered pre-primary level, 62.6% primary level,
47.2% secondary level and 4.1% vocational-technical secondary level; besides, 9.8%" offered
all three levels simultaneously. For the medium of instruction, 83.7% used Chinese as the
main teaching language. Moreover, 91.1% were day schools.

Staff

In the academic year 2005/2006, number of teachers grew by 1.5% over the previous
academic year to 4 526 and 90.9% were teaching at private schools. Analysed by level of
instructions, 9.9% were teaching pre-primary level, 36.1% primary level, 51.0% secondary
level and 3.1% vocational-technical secondary level.

b A school may offer more than one education level; therefore, sum of the total is greater than 100%.
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Most of the teachers (72.4%) were female; the median age of the teachers was 33.9 and
22.4% aged 25 - 29.

As regard the place of birth, 47.9% were born in Macao and 40.1% in Mainland China.
In terms of teaching experience, 37.7% had been teaching in Macao for less than 6 years,
while 27.4% for 15 years or more. With respect to their educational attainment, 94.3%
attained higher education, up by 1.3 percentage points compared with the previous academic
year.

Of the 1 216 administrative, technical and auxiliary staff, 76.1% were female, down by
2.7% compared with the previous academic year.

Students

Total number of students as at the end of the academic year 2005/2006 were 91 398,
down by 3.2% over the previous academic year; 51.3% were male and 48.7% were female.
Attributable to the decreasing number of live births in Macao (more than 60%), from 7 913 in
1988 to 3162 in 2002, number of students in all the education levels began to decline
accordingly in different academic year: since 1991/1992 for pre-primary level, 1999/2000 for
primary level. The impact of the decreasing number of newborn had now extended further to
the number of students in secondary education, which fell by 0.2% in the academic year
2005/2006 after rising continuously over the past years.

The enrolment rate for pre-primary, primary, secondary and vocational-technical
secondary education was 95.6%, 101.6%, 87.7% and 4.5% respectively; the average class size
also decreased to 30.4, 35.8, 42.0 and 27.7 students respectively. The teacher/student ratio as
at the end of the academic year was 1 to 20.2.

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In the reference academic year, number of drop-out students decreased by 7.5% to 2 688
over the academic year 2004/2005. The drop-outs from primary and secondary (include
vocational-technical secondary) education accounted for 13.8% and 80.5% of the total. The
main reasons for the primary students were “Leaving Macao” (28.4%) and “Transfer to other
schools in Macao” (17.8%), while that for the secondary students was “To work” (35.6%), up
by 0.9 percentage point over the previous academic year. On the other hand, 58.5% of the
Form Six students were planning to advance to higher education in the academic year
2006/2007, down by 1.1 percentage points compared with the previous academic year.

Starting from the last academic year, “To work” had become the main reason for student
of secondary education to drop out of school, which might be attributable to the booming
tourism and gaming sector that drew some of these students to go into the labour market.

Finance

The average revenue and expenditure of the private schools was MOP12.31 million and
MOP10.16 million respectively. Total government subsidies granted to private schools
amounted to MOP628 million in the academic year 2005/2006, corresponding to 49.1% of the

total revenue.
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2.2 HIGHER EDUCATION

Institutes

In the academic year 2005/2006, information was collected from 12 institutions of
higher education that were recognized by the Government of Macao SAR (10 were higher
education institutions and 2 were research institutions), of which 1 institution did not offer
courses in the reference period. By type of institutions, 4 were public funded whilst 8 were
private. A total of 5217 computers were available in the 11 institutions that rendered
courses, and 50.5% were dedicated for teaching purposes.

Staff

In the academic year 2005/2006, number of teaching staff increased by 3.1% over the
previous academic year to 1 547, among them, 69.1% were male and 30.9% were female.
Total number of the administrative, technical and auxiliary staff was 856, up by 2.9%.

There were 99.0% of the teachers attained higher education, 24.6% had their major in
Business and administration and 17.0% in Humanities. Analysed by employment status,
46.7% were on a full-time basis and 53.3% were on part-time. Regarding the place of birth,
42.6% were born in Mainland China, 20.1% in Macao and 16.2% in Hong Kong. The
median age of the teachers was 42.8.

Students

At the end of the academic year 2005/2006, number of students increased by 14.0%
over the previous academic year to 15 927°. The median age of students was 22.9, same as
last academic year, most of them (49.6%) aged 20 — 24. The majority of the students
(62.7%) were born in Macao. According to the identity document presented at enrolment,
73.5% were local students and 26.5% were non-resident students; the proportion of non-
resident student went up by 5.2 percentage points compared with the previous academic
year.

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In terms of academic programmes, 61.3% were studying for bachelor degree, 21.4%
for associate degree/diploma and 13.6% for master degree. By type of courses, most of
the students attending courses in Business and administration and Personal services,
with those studying the latter rose notably by 43.2% over the previous academic year.
Courses in Personal services encompassed tourism, gaming, hotels, etc., which revealed
their intense interest to render services in these industries.

In the reference academic year, number of graduates in higher education totalled
3698 and 60.8% were female. By academic award conferred, 25.4% were awarded with
associate degree/diploma, 59.6% with bachelor degree and 11.5% with master degree. In
addition, 35.1% had attended courses in Business and administration.

In the academic year 2005/2006, enrolment rate for higher education was 34.0%
and the teacher/student ratio as at end of the academic year was 1 to 10.3.

Finance

Total revenue and expenditure of the institutions of higher education was MOP1.16
billion and MOP990 million respectively. Government subsidies allocated to these
institutions amounted to MOP580 million for the academic year 2005/2006.
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3. OTHER TYPES OF EDUCATION

3.1. SPECIAL EDUCATION

Schools

In the academic year 2005/2006, there were 12 schools offering special education (of
which 5 also rendered regular education simultaneously). Public funded and private each
accounted for half of the schools in special education.

Staff

Number of teachers fell by 3.8% over the previous academic year to 100, among
them, 83.0% were female and 17.0% were male. The median age of the teachers was 37.3
and 91.0% of the teachers had higher education.

Number of the administrative, technical and auxiliary staff totalled 186 and 84.4%
were female.

Students

At the end of the academic year 2005/2006, number of students in special education
totalled 514 and 63.4% were male. Compared with previous academic year, number of
students dropped by 7.4%, bringing the teacher/student ratio to 1 to 5.1. The median age of
students was 12.2 and the promotion rate was 37.4%.

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3.2. ADULT EDUCATION

Establishments

Survey on adult education covered 133 establishments offering adult education
courses from August 2005 to July 2006, of which 110 establishments engaged mainly in
educational activities. A total of 811 classrooms and 3 861 computers were available in
these establishments, of which 66.7% of the computers were used directly for teaching
purposes.

Courses

In the reference academic year, these establishments offered 1615 courses that
equivalent to 4 896 classes. In addition, 93.4% of the courses and 94.3% of the classes
were organized by establishments engaged mainly in educational activities. Analysed by
duration of courses, 71.6% lasted for less than 4 months and 6.4% for 1 year or above.
Among those courses that were shorter than 4 months, 75.3% had an average duration of 30
hours or less. Most of the courses were in Humanities, and Business and administration,
accounting for 28.7%, 19.8% respectively.

Staff

In the academic year 2005/2006, number of teachers engaged in adult education
increased by 4.1% over the previous academic year to 1 727 and 64.4% were teaching on a
part-time basis. Besides, 59.8% were male. Total number of the administrative, technical
and auxiliary staff was 741, up by 3.5% compared with the previous academic year.

With respect to educational attainment, 66.1% had higher education and 30.9% had
their major in Humanities. By type of course taught, 24.7% taught Humanities and 20.3%
taught Arts. The median age of the teachers was 40.9; in addition 44.5% were born in
Macao and 33.4% in Mainland China.

Students

In the academic year 2005/2006, number of students enrolled (aged 15 or above)
increased by 15.7% over previous academic year to 103 553, and 57.2% were female. The
median age of students was 30.4, up by 1.2 years over the previous academic year.

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93.1% of the students enrolled in courses with a duration shorter than 1 year. The
most popular course was Transport services (21.2%); Humanities and Business and
administration shared 20.9% and 16.6% respectively.

Meanwhile, the course completion rate was 79.1% and the teacher/student ratio was 1
t0 60.0.
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4. Private Tutorial Centres Survey

In view of the growing number of private tutorial centres opened in recent years, the
main objective of the Survey is to collect information on the characteristics of the students
enrolled, personnel engaged, etc. of these centres.

Sample size

The Survey covered the establishments that had been registered or reported at the
Education and Youth Affairs Bureau®, as well as those registered at the Finance Services
Bureau to provide auxiliary tutorial activities to students. Questionnaires were sent to 226
centres and 154 effective questionnaires were returned.

Establisment

In terms of the number of students enrolled, the majority (25.2%) had 11 to 20
students.

2. GLOSSARY

Student enrolment

Students who enroll or register in a school/educational institution.

Universal, basic and free education

Includes the preparatory year for primary, primary and the lower secondary. The
Education and Youth Affairs Bureau is the government department that assures the
implementation of free education in the public/government funded schools and
government aided private schools. Free education means exemption from tuition
fees, but excluding service charges on enrolment, issuance of certificates, etc.

Type of education

Regular education

Systematic education designed and intended for children and young people by

which they may progress from pre-primary through universities. Three

prerequisite conditions for regular education are :

- the course duration must be at least of one school year;

- defined requirements for admission;

- examinations or defined evaluation standards for assessing the
performance/progression.

Special education

Designed and intended for students who have special needs due to mental,
sensory, corporal and communication problems, etc.

Adult education
Includes organized and systematic learning activities designed for individuals
aged 15 and above, who are not in the regular education system.

Enrolment rate

The ratio of the number of students studying in a specified educational level to
the population of a specified age. The specified age for pre-primary is 3 to 5 years
old, primary 6 to 11 years old, secondary 12 to 17 years old and higher education
18 to 22 years old.

Class promotion rate

Passed students or graduates expressed as a percentage of the number of
students as at the end of the academic year.

Private tutorial centre

Includes private tutoiral classes, private tutorial centre, reading rooms and similar
institutions that render guidance and assistance to students in their academic
studies after the curricular hours.
