A. Estatisticas do Turismo

1. Visitantes
1.1 Ndmero de visitantes chegados

Em 2006, entraram no Territorio 21.998.122 visitantes, que constituiram o novo recorde
dos dltimos anos, equivalendo a um crescimento de 18% relativamente a 2005. O nUmero de
excursionistas chegados a Macau foi de 11.315.459 (51% do total de visitantes). De acordo
com o meio de transporte, a maioria dos visitantes chegados a Macau utilizou a via terrestre
(60%). A via maritima foi utilizada por 35% do total de visitantes e apenas 5% chegaram pela
via aérea.

Dezembro foi 0 més de maior afluéncia com 2.162.917 visitantes, representando 10% do
total anual. Em contrapartida, Junho foi 0 més em que chegaram menos visitantes, com
1.596.993, que correspondem a 7% do total anual.

Os visitantes que viajaram com visto individual foram 5.905.477 (49% do total de
visitantes da China Continental), aumentaram 11% em relacdo ao ano 2005. O maior nimero
de visitantes da China Continental chegados com este tipo de visto foi observado no més de
Fevereiro, representando 10% do total dos visitantes com visto individual em 2006.

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1.2 Entrada de visitantes pelo meio de transporte
1.2.1 Via maritima

O ndmero total de visitantes chegados pela via maritima em 2006 foi de 7.655.855,
correspondendo a um aumento de 14% face ao ano 2005. Dezembro foi 0 més em que
chegaram mais visitantes (10% do total).

Em 2006, entraram pelo Porto Exterior 7.284.102 visitantes, houve uma subida de 12%
em relacdo a 2005. Estes representam 95% do total de visitantes chegados pela via maritima.
Os visitantes que entraram pelo Porto Interior foram 371.753, aumentaram significativamente
72%, em comparacdo com 0s observados no ano 2005.

1.2.2 Viaterrestre

O namero de visitantes chegados pelas Portas do Cerco foi de 13.106.089, reflectindo
um acréscimo de 20,0% relativamente ao ano 2005. Em termos de fluxo mensal, o nimero de
visitantes chegados pela via terrestre foi mais elevado em Dezembro, atingindo 10% do total.

1.2.3 Viaaérea

A entrada de visitantes pela via aérea totalizou 1.236.178 em 2006, o que correspondeu
a um aumento de 19% em comparagdo com a do ano 2005. Em termos de fluxo mensal
observou-se que Dezembro foi 0 més em que chegaram mais visitantes pela via aérea, tendo
atingido 10% do total.

O numero de visitantes chegados ao Territdrio pelo Aeroporto Internacional de Macau
alcancou 1.225.640 (99% do total de visitantes entrados pela via aérea), equivalendo a um
acréscimo de 19% quando comparado com o registado em 2005. Por seu turno, a entrada de
visitantes por helicoptero foi de 10.538, representando uma ligeira queda de 0,2% em relacéo
a 2005.

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1.3 Visitantes em excursoes

O namero de visitantes que recorreram a excursdes para visitar o Territorio em 2006, foi
de 2.925.724, representando 13% do total, valor que correspondeu a um aumento de 9%

comparativamente a 2005.

Tendo por base o local de residéncia, verificou-se que os visitantes oriundos da China
Continental, de Taiwan, China e Hong Kong foram 0s que mais recorreram a excursoes
planeadas. Os visitantes da China Continental aumentaram 9% relativamente a 2005,
representando 78% do total. Os visitantes de Taiwan, China e Hong Kong representaram
individualmente 5% do total.

2. Residentes de Macau que viajaram para o exterior

2.1 Residentes de Macau que viajaram em excursoes

Em 2006 o numero de residentes de Macau que se deslocaram ao exterior em excursdes
organizadas foi de 272.444, traduzindo um decréscimo de 8% relativamente ao ano de 2005.
A China Continental (76% do total); a Tailandia (6% do total) e Taiwan, China (5% do total)
foram as principais preferéncias dos residentes de Macau.

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Constatou-se que 34.117 residentes do Territdrio optaram por viajar mais no més de
Agosto (equivalente a 13% do total), devido as férias de Verdo. O més em que 0s residentes
do Territdrio viajaram menos foi o de Setembro, com 14.287 (apenas 5% do total).

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2.2 Servicos prestados pelas agéncias de viagem, excepto excursoes

Em 2006, o nimero de residentes de Macau que efectuaram viagens privadas ao
exterior, mas com recurso a servigos prestados pelas agéncias de viagem, foi de 372.159,
representando um aumento de 12% relativamente ao ano de 2005. A China Continental
(33%); Hong Kong (30%) e Taiwan, China (16%) foram os destinos preferidos desses
individuos. O namero de residentes de Macau que recorreram a este tipo de servigos foi mais
acentuado em Agosto (40.019), representou 11% do total.

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3. Estabelecimentos hoteleiros

Considerando que abriram 6 novos hotéis no fim de 2006, havia portanto 80
estabelecimentos hoteleiros em actividade no Territorio, sendo 49 hotéis e 31 pensdes.

No fim de 2006, o numero de quartos disponiveis atingiu 12.978, tendo subido
acentuadamente 2.146 (+20%) face ao ano 2005, enquanto que o numero de lugares-cama
disponiveis alcancou 26.851, tendo crescido 25% em comparacdo com 2005.

3.1 NUmero de héspedes® e tempo médio de permanéncia

O numero de hospedes no periodo em andlise foi de 4.680.854, registando um aumento
de 14% em relacdo a 2005. De entre os hdspedes, 53% do total foram canalizados através de
agéncias de viagens e 4.428.783 eram visitantes que corresponderam a 41% do total de
turistas. Registou-se acréscimos no numero de hdspedes dos hotéis de diversas estrelas,
excepto de pensdes, Destaca-se que o numero de hdspedes dos hotéis de trés estrelas cresceu
23%.

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Em termos de residéncia, registaram-se aumentos no nimero de hdspedes oriundos de
diferentes regides. Destaca-se que a maior parte dos hospedes eram provenientes da Asia com
4.523.931 (97% do total). Os hdspedes originarios da China Continental e de Hong Kong
ocuparam o maior peso, representando 56% e 26% do total, respectivamente.

Em termos de permanéncia de hdspedes observou-se uma média de 1,21 noites,
diminuiu ligeiramente 0,01 noite, face a registada em 2005. Os tempos médios de permanéncia
de hospedes foram os seguintes: 1,12 noites para a China Continental; 1,23 noites para Hong
Kong e 1,33 noites para Taiwan, China.

3.2 Taxa média de ocupacéao dos estabelecimentos hoteleiros

Em 2006, a taxa média de ocupacdo do sector hoteleiro atingiu 72,3%, ou seja, +1,3
pontos percentuais comparativamente a 2005. A taxa média de ocupacdo dos hotéis de 3
estrelas situou-se no primeiro lugar, com 78,5%. Em termos de fluxo mensal, a taxa média de
ocupacao foi mais alta em Dezembro, alcancando 78,1%, ao passo que em Janeiro apresentou
0 valor mais baixo, com 64,5%.

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B. Despesa dos visitantes
1.1 Estrutura dos visitantes inquiridos

O Inquérito as Despesas dos Visitantes realizou-se junto cerca de 20.000 amostras
efectivas. No que se refere aos visitantes inquiridos por local de residéncia, observou-se que
0s de Hong Kong mantiveram uma posic¢do predominante (58% do total), seguindo-se-lhe os
da China Continental (28%) e de Taiwan, China (5%). De entre os visitantes inquiridos, 62%
foram turistas.

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1.2 Caracterizagéo dos visitantes
1.2.1 Finalidade da visita

O principal motivo que trouxe os visitantes inquiridos a Macau foi 0 gozo de férias
(68%). Os restantes motivos ou justificaces da presenca dos inquiridos no Territorio, foram
por ordem decrescente de importancia: os negdcios e participagdo na convengdo/exposicao
(13%), a visita a familiares ou amigos (11%) e o “jogo” (5%).

1.2.2 Ocupagéo 11%

No que respeita a ocupacdo dos visitantes inquiridos sabe-se que: 25% pertencem a
categoria dirigentes de organizagbes publicas e privadas; 24% a de empregados
administrativos e 10% eram da categoria técnicos e profissionais de nivel intermédio. Além
disso, 21% dos visitantes agrupavam-se na categoria desempregados e individuos que foram
economicamente inactivos onde se incluem as donas de casa, estudantes, desempregados ou
reformados.
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1.3 Tempo de permanéncia

Os visitantes permaneceram em média 1,1 dias no Territorio, sendo semelhante a

observada em 2005. O tempo de permanéncia dos visitantes de Sudeste Asiatico foi 0 mais

Enquanto que, o tempo médio de permanéncia dos turistas e dos

excursionistas foi de 1,6 dias e de 0,2 dias, respectivamente.

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1.4 Despesa per-capita

A despesa per-capita dos visitantes em 2006,

acréscimo de 6% comparativamente a 2005.

Salienta-se que a dos visitantes da China

Continental se situou em primeiro lugar, com 3.215 Patacas.

Em 2006, a despesa per-capita (excluindo as despesas em compras e no jogo) dos

visitantes foi de 863 Patacas, correspondendo a um aumento ligeiro de 1% relativamente a

2005. Os visitantes gastaram mais em alimentacdo e alojamento, representando estes gastos

39% e 38% do total das despesas (excluindo as despesas em compras e no jogo),

respectivamente. Os visitantes da China Continental ocuparam o primeiro lugar, com 1.143

Patacas.

Por seu turno, a despesa per-capita em compras por visitante foi de 747 Patacas, tendo

subido 11% em comparacdo com a de 2005. As despesas em alimentos/doces e em vestuario

situaram-se ambas no topo da lista, atingindo 26% e 19% do total das despesas em compras,

respectivamente.

A despesa per-capita em compras dos visitantes da China Continental

situou-se em primeiro lugar, com 2.071 Patacas.

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A despesa per-capita dos visitantes chegados pela via maritima foi de 1.302 Patacas,
aumentou 5% em relacdo a 2005. A despesa per-capita dos visitantes que chegaram pela via
terrestre cresceu 6% quando comparado com 2005, atingindo as 1.937 Patacas. A despesa
per-capita dos visitantes que chegaram pela via aérea foi de 4.723 Patacas, decresceu 3% face
ao ano 2005.

A despesa em jogo ndo esta incluida na despesa per-capita embora 50% dos visitantes
inquiridos confirmassem que haviam jogado em Macau.

1.5 Despesa per-diem

A despesa per-diem dos visitantes em 2006, foi de 1.485 Patacas, correspondendo a um
aumento de 11% relativamente a 2005. Os visitantes da China Continental despenderam o
montante mais alto, correspondente a 2.619 Patacas.

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A despesa per-diem dos visitantes que chegaram pelas vias maritima, terrestre e aérea
cifrou-se nas 1.302, 1.605 e 2.133 Patacas, respectivamente, equivalendo a acréscimos de 8%,
14% e 6% em relag&o ao ano 2005.

1.6 Comentarios dos visitantes

Todos os visitantes inquiridos fizeram comentérios sobre higiene ambiental e lugares
turisticos de Macau. De entre estes o nivel de satisfagdo com relagdo a higiene ambiental foi
0 mais elevado, com 54%. Cerca de 12% dos visitantes entrevistados pensam que os lugares
turisticos de Macau sdo insuficientes.

Dos comentérios sobre servigos e instalagfes, destaca-se que 67% dos visitantes
entrevistados louvaram os servigos prestados pelos hotéis. Os visitantes também fizeram
comentérios favoradveis sobre os servicos das lojas (60%), dos restaurantes (61%), dos
estabelecimentos de jogo (65%), e, dos transportes publicos (50%). Dos entrevistados que
viajaram em excursao, 72% elogiaram os servigos das agéncias de viagem.

Por seu turno, 16% dos visitantes entrevistados sugeriram melhoramentos nos servicos
dos transportes publicos, entre as criticas dos visitantes, destacam-se sobretudo as dos
servigos prestados pelos taxis.

A. Tourism statistics

1. Visitors
1.1 Number of visitor arrivals

Total number of visitor arrivals increased by 18% over 2005 to a historical high of
21,998,122 in 2006, same-day visitors shared 51% of the total arrivals, at 11,315,459, up by
17% over 2005. The majority (60%) of the visitors arrived in Macao by land; arrivals by sea
and by air accounted for 35% and 5% respectively.

Graph 1. Visitor arrivals by mode of transport
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Analysed by month, visitor arrivals peaked in December (2,162,917), representing 10%
of the total. On the contrary, the lowest number of arrivals (1,596,993) was recorded in June
that accounted for only 7% of the total.

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Subsequent to the further relaxation of the Individual Visit Scheme (IVS) to other
provinces and cities, visitor arrivals form Mainland China reached 11,985,617, sharing 54% of
the total arrivals. Meanwhile, visitors from Hong Kong and Taiwan, China took up 32% and
7% of the total arrivals respectively.

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1.2 Visitor arrivals by mode of transport

1.2.1 Arrivals by sea

Total arrivals by sea increased 14% over 2005 to 7,655,855; December had the highest
number of arrivals by sea (10%).

Arrivals at the Outer Harbour reached 7,284,102 (95% of the total arrivals by sea), up
12% compared with 2005; arrivals at the Inner Harbour jumped 72% to 371,753.

1.2.2 Arrivals by land

Arrivals through the Border Gate surged 20% in 2006 to 13,106,089, while the arrivals
in December accounted for 10% of the total arrivals by land.

1.2.3 Arrivals by air

Arrivals by air totalled 1,236,178, representing a rise of 19% over 2005. The highest
number of visitors was recorded in December, sharing 10% of the total arrivals by air.

Arrivals at the Macao International Airport took up 99% (1,225,640) of the total
arrivals by air, up 19% over 2005. Visitor arrivals by helicopter dropped slightly by 0.2% over
2005 to 10,538.

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1.3 Visitor arrivals in package tours

Arrivals in package tours shared 13% of the total visitor arrivals in 2006, at 2,925,724,

up by 9% over 2005.

The majority of the visitors in package tours came from Mainland China (78%), an
increase of 9% over 2005; visitors from Taiwan, China and Hong Kong occupied 5% of the

total respectively.

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2. Outbound travel by Macao residents

2.1 Residents travelling in package tours

In 2006, number of Macao residents travelling in package tours went down 8% to
272,444; the most popular itineraries were Mainland China (76%), Thailand (6%) and
Taiwan, China (5%).

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On account of the summer holidays, August was the peak season for Macao residents
(34,117) to travel outbound in package tours, occupying 13% of the total. On the contrary,
September had the lowest number, with only 14,287 (5%).

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2.2 Residents travelling under own arrangements

Macao residents travelling under own arrangements with services provided by the
travel agencies increased 12% over 2005 to 372,159. Mainland China (33%); Hong Kong
(30%) and Taiwan, China (16%) were the most popular destinations. Most of the residents
(40,019) travelled under such arrangments in August, corresponding to 11% of the total.
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3. Hotels and similar establishments

In view of the opening of 6 new hotels in 2006, there were 80 establishments operating
in the hotel sector at the end of 2006, of which 49 were hotels and 31 were guest-houses.

The number of available guest rooms rose by 2,146 (+20%) to 12,978 and the number
of available bedplaces increased by 25% to 26,851.

3.1 Number of hotel guests® and average length of stay

Total number of hotel guests rose 14% over 2005 to 4,680,854, of which 53% were
staying under the arrangements of travel agencies. Among them, 4,428,783 were visitors,
which accounted for 41% of the tourists in 2006. In comparison with 2005, with the
exception of guest-houses, all the hotels recorded growth in guest number, with the three-star
hotels leading at 23%.

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Meanwhile, hotel guests from all regions registered different levels of increase; guests
from Asia accounted for 97% (4,523,931) of the total. Mainland China (56%) and Hong Kong
(26%) were the principle guest markets of the hotel sector.

Furthermore, the average length of stay of hotel guests was 1.21 nights, which dropped
slightly by 0.01 night over 2005. The average for Mainland visitors was 1.12 nights, while
that for Hong Kong and Taiwan, China visitors was 1.23 nights and 1.33 nights respectively.

3.2 Average hotel occupancy rate

The average occupancy rate of the hotel sector was 72.3%, up by 1.3 percentage points
over 2005, with the three-star hotels topped at 78.5%. Analysed by month, the highest
average occupancy rate (78.1%) was recorded in December whereas the lowest was in
January, at 64.5%.

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B. Visitor expenditure
1.1 Structure of interviewed visitors

In 2006, about 20,000 effective samples were gathered in the Visitor Expenditure
Survey, 62% were tourists. In accordance with the structure of the samples, Hong Kong
visitors took a predominant share of 58%, while those from Mainland China (28%) and
Taiwan, China (5%).

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1.2 Characteristics of visitors

1.2.1 Purpose of visit

The majority of interviewed visitors (68%) came to Macao mainly for “vacation”.
Other major purposes included “business and attending conventions” (13%), “visiting relatives
or friends” (11%) and “gaming” (5%).

1.5 Per-diem spending

Per-diem spending of visitors was MOP 1,485, up by 11% over 2005. Visitors from
Mainland China had the highest per-diem spending of MOP 2,619.

1.6 Comments from visitors

All the interviewed visitors gave comments on the environmental hygiene and points of
tourist attractions in Macao. They were most satisfied with the environmental hygiene (54%
of the total), whilst 12% considered that the points of tourist attractions were inadequate in

Macao.

With regard to the services and facilities provided, 67% of the visitor-users were
satisfied with the services of hotels in Macao. There were also favourable comments on the
services of shops (60%), restaurants (61%), gaming establishments (65%), and public
transport (50%). For those travelled in package tours, 72% complimented on the services

rendered by travel agencies.

However, 16% of the interviewees suggested that public transport services, taxis in

particular, should be improved.

The Statistics and Census Service collects tourism information from the following
sources: Public Security Police, travel agencies, hotels and guest houses.

Visitor information is provided by the Public Security Police. Data on inbound
visitors and outbound Macao residents in package tours are collected monthly from travel

agencies. Information on overnight guests and hotel occupancy rate is provided by hotels
and guest-houses.

2. Visitor Expenditure Survey

Visitor Expenditure Survey applied systematic sampling method in selecting samples
from all non-residents of Macao.
