Num Territério cujo desenvolvimento econdémico global se encontra
exiremamente dependente de um conjunto de actividades ligadas ao furismo,
particularmente dos fluxos de entrada e de permanéncia de visitantes assim como
da estrutura da despesa desses visitantes, reconhece-se que o conhecimento e
difusGo de dados estatisticos relativos a este sector é fundamental para o correcto
equacionomento das acgdes a desenvolver pelas entidades publicas e privadas a

ele ligadas em termos da promog&o e desenvolvimento turistico do Territério.

A Direcgao dos Servigos de Estatistica e Censos {DSEC), perfilhando esta ideia, e
no respeito pelo servico publico de produgdo de informagdo estafistica que
desenvolve, divulga os resultados globais sobre este sector respeitantes ao ano de
1994, na convicgdo de que os elementos agora disponibilizados véo ao encontro

da necessidade de informag¢do de um conjunfo alargado de utilizadores.

Alicergada nos elementos recolhidos ndo s6 junto de entidades ligodas ao
sector mas também dos visitantes abordados durante a realizagdo do Inquérito as
Despesas dos Visitantes, a Direcgdo dos Servigos de Estatistica e Censos enaltece o
disponibilidade e exirema compreensdo de todos agueles que confribuiram
drectomente ou indirectomente para a implementacdo desta operogdio

estatistica.

Reforgando a convicgdo da ufiidade da informagdo sistematizada neste
relatorio, que consubstancia numa sé publicacdo, a globalidade dos elementos
relativos a actividade turistica no Temitério, a DSEC oferece a todos os utiizadores
os seus préstimos no sentido de esclarecer as duvidas que os elementos enfretanto

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1. Estatisticas do Tuarismo

1.1 Objecto das Estatisticas do Turismo

As Estatisticas do Turismo estdo orientadas, basicamente, para a recolha de dados
acerca do nimero e origem dos visitantes entrados no Territério, assim como
vocacionadas para a disponibilizagio de elementos acerca do movimenio de
héspedes nos hotéis e estabelecimentos similares existentes em Macau.

1.2 Fontes de Informac¢do

Enquanto operagio de recolha exaustiva de informagio, as Estatisticas do Turismo
alicercam-se nos elementos facultados 4 DSEC por trés entidades distintas: Forgas
de Seguranca de Macau, Agéncias de Viagens, Hotéis e Estabelecimentos
Similares.

I. Visitantes

Os elementos relativos aos visitantes séo recolhidos mensalmente junto de
duas fontes diferentes:

a) Forgas de Seguranca de Macau
- Visitantes chegados pelas diversas vias

b) Agéncias de Viagens
- Visitantes chegados em excursdes
- Excursdes dos residentes

1. Hotéis e Estabelecimentos Similares

Os elementos relativos ao movimento de hospedes sio recolhidos
mensalmente junto das unidades hoteleiras através do preenchimento de

questionarios especificos.

2. Inquérito as Despesas dos Visitantes
(Via Maritima e Via Terrestre)
2.1 Cobertura estatistica
{a) Unidade estatistica
Todos os individuos niio residentes em Macau, tais como
turistas, excursionistas, jogadores, passageiros em transito,
etc.

(b) Estrutura de amostragem
A estrutura de amostragem incluju todos os visitantes que
chegaram a Macau pelas vias aérea, terrestre, ou maritima e
que sairam por via marftima, no IDV - via maritima. Quanto
ao IDV - via terrestre, a mesma estrutura apenas considerou
os visitantes da R.P.de China que chegaram a Macau através
de excursbes organizadas por duas das mais importantes

- il-



agéncias de viagens que apresentavam uma taxa de cobertura
de cerca 74,8% dos visitantes da R.P. China em excursio.

2.2 Questiondno
O IDV (via maritima e via terrestre) utiliza apenas um tipo de
questionario em cinco versdes (Portuguesa, Chinesa, Inglesa, Japonesa
e Coreana), por conveniéncia dos visitantes de diferentes paises,
recolhendo-se dados relacionados com as caracteristicas dos visitantes,
a respectiva estrutura das despesas e as opinides dos visitantes
inquiridos.

2.3 Local de recolha
No ano de 1996, os agentes do IDV - via maritima entrevistaram os
visitantes no terminal maritimo do Porto Exterior de Macau e os
agentes do IDV - via terrestre entrevistaram os visitantes da R.P.
China no terminal maritimo do Porto Interior de Macau a fim de
recolher as informagdes dos visitantes acima referidos.

2.4 Periodo de referéncia
O IDV (via maritima e via terrestre) realizou-se numa base continua

a0 longo do ano de 1996.

2.5 Metodologia de Amostragem
O IDV (via maritima e via terrestre) é um inquérito por amostragem,
dada a impossibilidade técnica de se entrevistarem todos os visitantes
de Macau.

A populagio do IDV - via maritima € toda a que sai do Territério por
terminal maritimo, excluindo os residentes de Macau. Por outro lado
a populagdo do IDV - via terrestre abrangeu todos os visitantes da R.P.
China.

Para seleccio da amostra utilizou-se o método sistematico.

2.6 Deflacionadores para os valores da despesa de 1995 para 1996
Dado que os gastos dos visitantes sdo apresentados a pre¢os correntes,
0s montantes de despesa a pregos constantes s6 podem ser obtidos
através da utilizagdo de nimeros que deflacionem aqueles valores.
Assim sendo, apresentam-se a seguir os coeficientes a que se devera
recorrer para proceder a essa correcgao.

¢) Diplomatas, representantes consulares e membros das Forgas Armadas, em
viagem de servigo, incluindo os seus dependentes, acompanhantes e empregados

I.1  Numero de Visitantes Chegados

Em 1996, o nimero total de visitantes chegados pelos diferentes meios de
transporte - via maritima, via terrestre e via aérea - foi de 8.151.055, o que
representa um aumento de 5,1% relativamente a 1995.

Devido & posicdo geografica e melhores facilidades de transporte, a maioria
dos visitantes chegados a Macau (71,9%) utilizou a via maritima do Porto
Exterior, enquanto que 2,2% dos visitantes fizeram-no pela via Ponte N° 14,
20,9% pela via terrestre e apenas 5,0% pela via aérea.

Ao longo do ano, Agosto foi 0 més de maior afluéncia em termos de visitantes
chegados (857.263), representando 10,5% do numero total de visttantes em
1996. Em contrapartida, Janeiro apresentou o valor menos significativo
(589.984), correspondendo a 7,2% do niimero de visitantes anuais.

II. FLUXO MENSAL DE VISITANTES CHEGADOS - 1995/19%6
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Em 1996, para o nimero global de visitantes chegados a Macau, os nacionais
de paises situados na Asia Oriental contribuiram com 88,4% das entradas no
Territério. De entre eles deve destacar-se Hong Kong, que representou 63,9%
do total de visitantes vindos a Macau. Quando comparado com 1995, o
numero de visitantes da Asia do Sul, do Sudeste Asidtico ¢ da Europa
aumentou 26,4%, 20,0% e 21,1%, respectivamente. Pela amplitude das
variagfes negativas registadas dever-se-4 salientar os visitantes de Hong Kong
(-7,3%) e das Filipinas (-2,3%). Em termos de valor absoluto, os visitantes de
Hong Kong foram os que sofreram uma queda mais significativa -- 411.875.
Em contraste com esta situagdo, a entrada de visitantes provenientes da
Formosa (+170,9%), de Portugal (+58,4%), da Singapura (+58,0%), da
Malasia (+42,7%) e da Coreia do Sul (+41,4%) registou um andamento

favoravel.

1.2 Visitantes Chegados por Via Maritima (Porto Exterior)

O numero total de visitantes chegados por via maritima do Porto Exterior
registou, em 1996, uma ligeira queda de 0,7% (41.023 visitantes)
comparativamente a0 ano precedente, atingindo 5.862.388.
resultou, fundamentalmente, da diminui¢do dos visitantes provenientes de

Hong Kong (uma queda de 6,8%, ou seja, 296.531 visitantes).

Se observarmos o grafico III, constatamos que o nlimero de visitantes
chegados por via maritima do Porto Exterior foi mais acentvado em Agosto
(10,6% do total). Ao invés, o més de Maio (7,3% do total) apresentou o valor

mais baixo em termos do fluxo de visitantes entrados.

1.3 Visitantes Chegados por Via Maritima (Ponte N° 14)

O namero total de visitanies chegados por via maritima (Ponte N° 14)
registou, em 1996, um acréscimo significativo de 108,4% comparativamente
ao ano precedente, atingindo 178.816. Este acréscimo significativo resultou,
fundamentalmente, do aumento de visitantes provenientes da R.P. China (um

aumento de 126%, com 142.477).

IV. VISITANTES CHEGADOS POR VIA MARITIMA (PONTE N° 14) -1995/1996
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14  Visitantes Chegados por Via Terrestre

Em 1996, o nimero de visitantes entrados no Territorio por via terrestre foi de
1.700.856, traduzindo-se por uma diminuigfo de 1,7% relativamente ao ano de
1995. Tal como o verificado com os visitantes entrados por via maritima, a
maioria dos visitantes chegados ao Territério por via terrestre, segundo a
nacionalidade, era oriunda de Asia Oriental, especificamente de Hong Kong
(63,7% de todos os visitantes chegados por via terrestre).

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1.5  Visitantes Chegados por Via Aérea
No periodo em andlise, o nimero de visitantes che%ados por via aérea foi de

408.995, representando um acréscimo de 1.151,9%° quando comparado com
1995.

Os principais mercados utilizando esta via de comunicagiio sdo a Formosa
(70,8% do total), a Coreia do Sul (6,8%), Hong Kong (6,3%), Portugal (2,9%),
e o Japdo (2,4%).

Em termos de fluxo mensal dos visitantes entrados por via aérea em 1996, o
maior nitmero de visitantes chegados foi observado em Outubro’, enquanto
que o més de Janeiro registou o valor mais baixo.

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1.6  Visitantes em Excursdes

O niimero de visitantes que recorreram as excursdes organizadas para visitar o
Territorio foi, em 1996, de 1.243.426. Representando 15,3% do total de
visitantes, este valor corresponde a um aumento de 24,3% comparativamente
ao periodo precedente.

Tendo por base o pais de residéncia, verificou-se que os visitantes da
R.P.China (32,9% do total, com uma quebra de 4,8% relativamente ao ano
95), do Japdo (28,6% do total) e da Formosa (16,4% do total) foram aqueles
que mais recorreram a excursdes planeadas.

1.7 Excursdes de Residentes em Macau

Em 1996, o nimero de residentes em Macau que se deslocaram ao exterior do
Territf%rio em excursdes organizadas revelou um andamento positivo de
47,1%" comparativamente a0 ano de 1995.

A R.P.China (52,8% do total), a Taildndia (14,0%) e a Formosa (11,0%) foram
os trés mercados preferenciais da populagdo residente. Quando comparado
com o valor observado em 1995, as variagGes posifivas mais importantes
foram registadas nas deslocagdes para Japio/Coreia de Sul {450,0%), Formosa
(358,5%) e Singapura/Malasia/Taildndia (234,1%).

2. Hotéis e Estabelecimentos Similares
2.1 Situacdo Global

O namero de hotéis ¢ estabelecimentos similares existentes no Territério era,
em 1996, de 105, menos um do que em 1995.

Em termos globais existiam, no periodo em analise, 12 hotéis de quatro ou
cinco estrelas (+1 do que em 1995), 12 hotéis de trés estrelas (idéntico a
1995), 17 hotéis de uma ou duas estrelas (-1 do que em 1995), 2 pousadas
(1déntico a 1995) e 62 pensdes (-1 do que em 1995).

Em relagido a 1995, o acréscimo de quartos (8.545 contra 8.479) foi de +0,8%
enquanto que o nimero de lugares-cama (17.832 contra 17.842) registou uma
diminuicdo de 0,1%.

2.2 Numero de Hospedes e Tempo Médio de Permanéncia

O nmumero de hospedes no periodo em andlise foi de 2.715.901 (contra
2.497.066 em 1995), correspondendo a 33,3% dos visitantes chegados. Este
numero evidencia um aumento significativo face a 1995, registando uma
variagdo de +8,8%. De entre o nimero total de hospedes, 34,9% foram
canalizados através de agéncias de viagens.

Uma observagio atenta das informacgdes relativas ao periodo de 1995-1996,
evidencia que o aumento significativo de hospedes nos hotéis de quatro e
cinco estrelas contribuiu decisivamente para o crescimento global no niimero
de hospedes.

IX. HOSPEDES POR TIPO DE ESTABELECIMENTO - 1995/1996
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A maioria dos héspedes era proveniente, em termos de residéncia, do
continente Asiatico (96,4%), sendo 54,1% do total residentes de Hong Kong.

Todos os mercados apresentaram taxas de crescimento positivas exceptuando
o mercado dos “QOutros”, onde se verificou uma diminuigao de 5,2%.

1.1 Estrutura dos Visitantes Inquiridos

A informagdo disponibilizada pelo Inquérito as Despesas dos Visitantes - via
maritima, nio contempla os visitantes da R.P.China. No que se refere aos
visitantes inquiridos por mercados, Hong Kong manteve uma posigdo
predominante (67,7% do total), com um aumento de 3,9 pontos percentuais.
O Japdo detém a segunda posigio (8,4% do total), seguindo-se-lhe a Europa
(7,4% do total ), os E.U.A./Canadé (5,4% do total), o Sudeste Asidtico (2,8%
do total) e a Aust./ N.Z(2,6%).

1.2 Caracterizacdo dos Visitantes

1.2.1 Finalidades da Visita

O principal motivo dos visitantes inquiridos no IDV - via maritima,
relativamente 4 sua vinda a Macau € o gozo de férias (56,1%). O jogo
(14,3%), a visita a familiares ou amigos no Territério (11,0%) e os
negdcios (7,6%) constituem, segundo a sua importéncia relativa, outro
tipo de justificagdo da sua presenga em Macau.

Por outro lado, o principal motivo dos visitantes inquiridos no IDV -
via terrestre, relativamente a sua vinda a Macau é o "gozo de férias"
(90,6%). A visita a familiares ou amigos no Territorio (7,3%) e os
negdcios (1,1%) foram factores secundarios que meotivaram a vinda
dos visitantes da RPC.

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1.4. Despesa Per-Capita

A despesa per-capita dos visitantes inquiridos no IDV - via maritima
em 1996 foi1 de 1.273,5 Patacas comrespondendo a um aumento de

Tourism Statistics

1.1

Objectives of Tourism Statistics

Tourism Statistics does not collect data only related to the number and origin of
visitor arrivals to this territory; it also provides information about the guest
movement in hotels and similar establishments in Macau.

1.2

Sources of Information

DSEC collects tourism information from three main sources: Macau Security
Force, Travel Agencies and Hotels and similar establishments.

Visitors
Data related to visitors is collected monthly from two different sources:
a) Macau Security Force

- Visitor arrivals from different accesses

b) Travel Agencies
- Inbound visitors in package tour
- Local residents travel overseas in package tour

Hotels and similar establishments
Data related to hotel guest movements is collected monthly from hotels

and similar establishments.

Visitor Expenditure Survey
(By Sea and By Land)

2.1 Statistical Coverage

a) Statistical Unit
This included non-residents of Macau such as tourists,

excursionists, gamblers, transit passengers, etc.

b) Sampling Frame
The sampling frame of the VES (by sea) includes all visitors who
arrived in Macau by sea, by land or by air and then left by sea.
As to the sampling frame of the VES (by land), it covered only
those Chinese visitors who came to Macau through the
arrangement of two major travel agencies. This frame represents
an average of approximately 74,8% of all inbound visitors from

the People’s Republic of China.

2.2 Questionnaire
There was one type of questionnaire for the VES (by sea and by land)
and was printed in five versions, i.e. Portuguese, Chinese, English,
Japanese, and Korean. All of them were used for collecting data
related to characteristics, spending patterns, and opinions of the
interviewed visitors towards Macau.

2.3 Location
In 1996, the VES (by sea) was conducted in the Quter Harbour and
the VES (by land) was conducted in the Inner Horbour in order to
Interview those visitors from People’s Republic of China.

2.4 Reference pertod
The VES (by sea and by land) were conducted on a continuous basis
throughout 1996,

2.5 Sampling Methodology
The VES (by sea and by land) are both sampling surveys, owing to
the impossibility and the unfeasibility of interviewing all the visitors
who came to Macau during the reference period.

The sampling frame of the VES (by sea) covered all those who left
Macau through the Quter Harbour except residents of Macau. On the
other hand, the VES (by land) included all visitors from People’s
Republic of China.

The methodology used in this survey was systematic sampling
method.

2.6 Deflators of items consumed by the visifors, from 1995 to 1996
Since all the spending is presented at current price, the expenditure at
constant value can only be obtained by using the deflators. Thus, the
following coefficients will be used for this correction :

Classification of visitors :

a) Tourists (overnight visitors): “visitors who stay at least one night in a collective or
private accommodation in the country visited.”> In addition, we have
added in two criteria, they are:

1.1 Number of Visitor Arrivals

In 1996, the total number of visitor arrivals by different means of transport - by
sea (Outer Harbour and Pier No.14), by land and by air - was 8,151,055. That

represents a 5.1% increase compared with 1995.

Due to the geographical location of Macau and better facilities of its sea
transport, the majority of visitors arrived Macau by sea (71.9%) through Outer
Harbour. Visitor arrivals at Pier No.14 recorded a 2.2% share of the total,
arrivals by land had a 20.9% share and arrivals by air only registered a 5.0%
share of the total arrivals.

In 1996, visitors from countries in East Asia contributed 88.4% 1o the total
arrivals to Macau. Among them, Hong Kong visitors accounted for 63.9% of the
total. Compared with 1995, visitors from South Asia, Southeast Asia and
Europe increased by 26.4%, 20.0%, and 21.1%, respectively. Visitor arrivals
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from the following countries registered decrease: Hong Kong (-7.3%), and the
Philippines (-2.3%). Visitors from Hong Kong, in absolute value, had a
reduction of 411,875. On the contrary, there was an increase in the number of
visitors from Taiwan (+170.9%), Portugal (+58.4%), Singapore (3+58.0%),
Malaysia (+42.7%), and South Korea (+41.4%).

1.2 Visitor Amrivals by Sea (Outer Harbour)

In 1996, the total number of visitor arrivals by sea through Outer Harbour
registered a slight decrease of 0.7% (41,023 visitors) compared with previous
year, at 5,862,388. This decline mainly resulted from the decrease of visitors
from Hong Kong (a decline of 6.8%, with 296,531 visitors).

* Owing to an alteration in the data handling method of Macau Security Forces in 1995. Until March
1995, only Chinese passport hotders from P.R.China whose destination was neither Macau nor Hong Kong
were considered as visitors, However, starting from April 1995, Chinese visitors from P.R.China with
double entry visa are being counted as visitors as well.
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We can observe in Figure III that the number of visitor arrivals by sea (Quter
Harbour) peaked in August (10.6% of total).

1.3 Visitor Arrivals by Sea (Pier No.14)

The total number of visitor arrivals by sea through Pier No.14, in 1996,
increased sigmificantly by 108.4% compared with 1995, at 178,816. Such
significant growth mainly resulted from the rise of visitors from P.R. China (an
increase of 126%, with 79,435).

In the period in analysis, the number of visitor amrivals by air was 408,995,

2. Hotels and Similar Establishments

2.1 Overall Situation
In 1996, there were 105 hotels and similar establishments in Macau, 1

establishment less than in 1995.

In total, there are 12 four and five-star hotels (+1 compared with 1995) , 12
three-star hotels (the same as in 1995), 17 one and two-star hotels (-1 over
1995), 2 inns (the same as in 1995) and 62 guest houses (-1 over 1995).

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Compared with 1995, there was a 0.8% increase in the available hotel rooms
(8,545 vs. 8,479 in 1995) and a 0.1% decrease in available bed places (17,832
vs. 17,842).

2.2 Number of Overnight Guests and Length of Stay

The number of overnight guests, in the period in analysis, corresponded to
33.3% of the visitor arrivals, a significant increase of 8.8% (2,715,901 wvs.
2,497,066 in 1995). Among these guests, 34.9% of them were arranged by local
travel agencies.

Comparing the information of 1996 and 1995, it shows that the global increase
in the number of overnight guests is resulted from a considerable growth of
guests in four and five stars hotels.

Information of visitors from People's Republic of China were not included in
this VES-by sea. Among those major markets, Hong Kong maintained the
predominant position with 67.7% of all the interviewed visitors, despite a jump
of 3.9 percentage points.

1.2 Characteristics of the Visitors

1.2.1 Purpose of Visit

There was 56.1% of the interviewed visitors who came to Macau for
vacation. The other pirposes for visiting Macau included gambling
(14.3%), visiting relatives or friends (11.0%) and business {7.6%).
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On the other hand, 90.6% of the chinese visitors interviewed in VES
(by land) came to Macau for vacation. The other main principal
purpose also included visiting relatives/friends in Macau (7.3%), and
doing business (1.1%).

1.2.2  Occupation

In terms of occupations of the interviewed visitors (by sea), 32.3% of
the interviewees were clerks, service workers or shop sale workers
while 26.8% of the interviewees were professionals and technicians.

When referring to the occupation of the interviewed visitors (by land),
36.1% of the chinese interviewees belonged to the group of labourers
from the sector of industry, agriculture, and fishery while clerks,
service workers or shop sale workers were the second largest group of
visitors that came to Macau (i.e., 27.1%.)

1.3  Length of Stay

According to the results obtained in VES (by sea) during the reference period,
visitors’ length of stay was longer (1.1 day) than the previous year (0.9 day). As
for tourists and excursionists, their average length of stay in Macau was 1.8 days
and 0.2 day, respectively.

Besides, around 39% of all the interviewed visitors did not stay overnight or
stayed less than 24 hours in Macau. This type of visitors is known as "same-day
visitors" or excursionists. More than 50% of the visitors from Japan,
USA/Canada and Europe were excursionists. On the other hand, visitors from
Hong Kong, Taiwan and Southeast Asia tended to stay overnight or longer in
Macau.

XV. Type of Visitors by Major Markets (1996)
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In accordance with the result of this survey, 86.0% of the visitor expressed that
they would return to Macau in the future. In addition, 66.5% of the interviewees
indicated that they would suggest their friends to visit Macau and the average
recommended length of stay was 2.3 days.
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The interviewed visitors who departed Macau by land spent an average 2.3 days
in Macau, a decrease of 0.2 days when compared with 1995. However, all the
interviewed visitors did stay overnight in Macau. Therefore, the information
obtained in VES (by land) represents only tourists.

In the following chart, the average length of stay of tourists from Europe and
USA/Canada reported a rise of 1.0 day and 0.7 day, respectively. Meanwhile,
tourists from People’s Republic of China and Taiwan registered a drop of 0.2
day.

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1.4  Per-Capita Visitor Spending

The visitors' per-capita spending of VES (by sea) in 1996 was 1,273.5 patacas
which corresponded to an increase of 16.4% over 1995. During the reference
period, the per-capita spending of visitors from Southeast Asia was 2405.1
patacas (+21.0%) which was at the top of this list. Meanwhile, visitors from
Taiwan and Japan registered a per-capita spending of 2,228.3 patacas (-4.0%)
and 1,982.3 patacas (+22.0%), respectively.

On the other hand, the per-capita visitors from People's Republic of China, in

1.7.2 Per-Capita Excursionist Shopping Spending

The per-capita shopping spending of the excursionist was 173.0 patacas
which cormresponded to a drop of 40.0% ( 115.4 patacas) over the
previous year. The categories they spent the most on were
"Jewellery/watches”" (55.1% of the total shopping spending) and
"Chinese pastry/medicine” (12.8%).

XXVIIL. Per-Capita Excursionist Shopping Spending (1995 and 1996)
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Comments from the Visitors

There were 629 comments made by the interviewed visitors of VES (by sea).
Among these comments, 27.7% of them were favourable comments and 1.6%
were suggestions towards Macau. However, the remaining 71.4% of them had
criticisms against the efficiency and the attitude of emigration officers
(23.6%), and the quality of the staff in casinos (13.1%). Complaints
concerning the "dirtiness of the city” and the “chaos of the traffic system" were
11.6% and 11.4%, respectively.
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There were 501 comments made by visitors of VES (by land), 15.6% of them
were favourable comments towards Macau. Meanwhile, the remaining
comments (i.e., 84.4%) had criticisms against Macau. The leading criticisms
concern the "inadequacy of public security” (31% of the total critics) and the

"poor quality of the services"” (29.8%).
