A. Estatisticas do Turismo
1. Visitantes

1.1 Ndmero de visitantes chegados

Em 2003, registou-se o numero de visitantes chegados ao territrio mais
elevado da historia de Macau, 11.887.876, o que representa um movimento favoravel
de 3% relativamente a 2002. De acordo com o local de entrada, a maioria dos
visitantes chegados a Macau utilizou a via terrestre 51%, sendo que pelas Portas do
Cerco entraram 49%, enquanto que pelo chegaram CoTai 2% dos visitantes, 44%
utilizaram a via maritima e apenas 5% chegaram pela via aérea.

Agosto e Dezembro foram os meses de maior afluéncia em termos de visitantes
chegados (1.273.391 e 1.223.202 respectivamente), com 11% e 10% do total,
respectivamente. Em contrapartida, devido ao impacto do surto da Sindroma
Respiratdria Aguda Severa na regido, Maio apresentou 0 menor nimero de visitantes,
com 596.628, que correspondeu a 5% do nimero de visitantes anuais.

Em 2003, os visitantes vieram principalmente da China Continental (48%),
seguindo-se os de Hong Kong (39%) e de Taiwan (9%). Dos visitantes provenientes
da China Continental 608.354, ou seja, 11% do total viajaram com visto individual.
Em relacdo a 2002, verificou-se um aumento de 35% dos visitantes da China
Continental, e diminui¢Ges de visitantes oriundos de Hong Kong e Taiwan, com 9% e
33%, respectivamente.

O numero de excursionistas chegados a Macau em 2003 foi de 5.579.361 (47%
do total de visitantes), 0 que representa um aumento de 12% comparativamente ao
ano 2002. Os excursionistas vieram principalmente de Hong Kong (41%), da China
Continental (39%) e de Taiwan (16%) .

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1.2 Visitantes chegados pela via maritima

O numero total de visitantes chegados pela via maritima em 2003 foi de
5.174.587, traduzindo uma diminuicdo de 9% comparativamente ao ano 2002. A
maior parte dos visitantes era oriunda de Hong Kong (67% do total). Em termos de
fluxo mensal, constatamos que Agosto foi 0 més em que chegaram mais visitantes
(12% do total).

Em 2003, entraram pelo Porto Exterior um total de 5.086.283 visitantes, tendo
diminuido 9% em relacdo a 2002. Estes representam 98% do numero total de
visitantes chegados pela via maritima. Os principais utilizadores do Porto Exterior
foram os visitantes de Hong Kong (3.443.189), com 68% do total de visitantes que
entraram por este local, o que representa uma diminuicdo de 8% comparativamente ao
ano 2002.

Os visitantes que entraram pelo Porto Interior (88.304) diminuiram 29%, em
comparagdo com 0s observados no ano 2002. Os visitantes que utilizaram este local
de entrada eram oriundos principalmente da China Continental (69.277), com 78% do
total, o que correspondeu a uma reducgédo de 31% em relagéo a 2002.

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1.3 Visitantes chegados pela via terrestre

Em 2003, o nimero de visitantes chegados ao Territorio pela via terrestre foi de
6.058.686, reflectindo um acréscimo de 23% relativamente ao ano 2002. Os visitantes
da China Continental (70% do total) e de Hong Kong (19%), foram os que mais
utilizaram esta via de entrada. Em termos de fluxo mensal, 0 nimero de visitantes
chegados pela via terrestre foi mais elevado em Dezembro, atingindo os 651.080
(11% do total). As Portas do Cerco foram o local por onde passou a maior parte dos
visitantes, ou seja, 96% do total.

Entraram pelas Portas do Cerco um total de 5.790.683 visitantes em 2003,
tendo aumentado 22% em relacdo a 2002. Os visitantes da China Continental e de
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Hong Kong foram os principais utilizadores desta via (71% e 20% do total,
respectivamente).

O numero de visitantes entrados pelo posto fronteirico do CoTai foi de 268.003,
apesar deste numero representar um acréscimo, de 63% em relacdo ao de 2002,
equivaleu apenas a 4% dos visitantes chegados pela via terrestre que utilizaram esta
entrada. Os visitantes vieram principalmente da China Continental (151.303), com
56% do total.

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1.4 Visitantes chegados pela via aérea

A entrada de visitantes pela via aérea totalizou 654.603 em 2003, o que
correspondeu a uma diminuicdo de 28% em compara¢do com a do ano 2002. Os
visitantes vieram principalmente de Taiwan (75% do total) e da China Continental
(17%).

2002.

Por seu turno, a entrada de visitantes por helicoptero foi de 13.968, pelo que se
verificou uma quebra de 8% em relagdo a 2002. A maioria dos visitantes chegados ao
Territorio por helicoptero era oriunda de Hong Kong (62% do total).

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1.5 Visitantes em excursoes

O nUmero de visitantes que recorreram a excursdes para visitar o Territorio em
2003, foi de 1.536.998, representando 13% do total de visitantes, valor que
correspondeu a uma diminuigcdo de 27% comparativamente a 2002.

Tendo por base o local de residéncia, verificou-se que os visitantes da China

Continental (82% do total, tendo diminuido 12% relativamente a 2002) e de Taiwan
(9% do total) foram os que mais recorreram a excursoes planeadas.

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1.6 Numero de residentes de Macau que viajaram em excursdes

Em 2003, o nimero de residentes de Macau que se deslocaram ao exterior em
excursdes organizadas decresceu 22% (156.473) comparativamente ao ano de 2002.
A China Continental (75% do total) e a Tailandia (9% do total) foram as principais
preferéncias dos residentes de Macau.

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De acordo com os elementos disponiveis relativos a 2003, constatou-se que
29.176 residentes do Territdrio optaram por viajar mais no més de Agosto

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2. Estabelecimentos hoteleiros

No fim de Dezembro de 2003, o nimero de estabelecimentos hoteleiros com
actividade no Territério era de 69 (mais um que em 2002), sendo 37 hotéis e 32
pensodes.

Em 2003, os nimeros de quartos (+3%) e de lugares-cama (+3%) disponiveis,
quando comparados com 0s observados em 2002, aumentaram de 8.954 e 18.628 em
2002 para 9.185 e 19.117 em 2003, respectivamente.

2.1 NUmero de hospedes® e tempo médio de permanéncia

O numero de hospedes no periodo em analise foi de 3.043.505, registando uma
diminuicdo de 4% em relacdo a 2002. De entre os hospedes, 49% do total foram
canalizados através de agéncias de viagens e 2.870.465 eram visitantes que
correspondem a 46% do total de turistas chegados ao Territério. Em 2003, o nimero
de hdspedes nos hotéis de duas estrelas aumentou. Porém o nimero de hdspedes nos
outros tipos de estabelecimentos hoteleiros registou descidas.

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Em termos de residéncia, os hospedes provenientes da Asia eram de 2.993.363
(98% do total), o que corresponde a uma diminuigéo de 4% em relagcdo a 2002. A

industria hoteleira. O numero de héspedes da Asia, Europa, dos E.U.A. e Canada e da
Australia e Nova Zelandia diminuiram.

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Em termos de permanéncia de hospedes observou-se uma média de 1,26 noites,
equivalente a uma diminuicdo de 0,02 noites quando comparada com a de 2002. O
tempo médio de permanéncia de hospedes da China Continental foi de 1,20 noites. Os
de Hong Kong e Taiwan ambos permaneceram em média 1,24 noites, os da Europa
despenderam em média 2,10 noites, dos E.U.A. e Canada passaram em média 2,63
noites, e, os da Australia e Nova Zelandia estiveram em média 2,27 noites.

2.2 Taxa media de ocupacéo

Em 2003, a taxa media de ocupacdo do sector hoteleiro atingiu 64,3%, ou seja,
uma diminuicdo de 2,9 pontos percentuais comparativamente a 2002. A taxa média de
ocupacdo dos hotéis de 3 estrelas situou-se no primeiro lugar, com 73,8%. Em termos
de fluxo mensal, a taxa média de ocupacdo foi mais alta em Agosto, com 84,3% e em

Maio apresenta o valor mais baixo, com 32,7%.

1.2.2 Ocupacéo

No que respeita a ocupacdo dos visitantes inquiridos sabe-se que 27%
pertencem a categoria “dirigentes de organizacdes publicas e privadas”, 23% e 11%
sdo da categoria de “empregados administrativos” e “técnicos e profissionais de
nivel intermédio”, respectivamente. Além disso, 17% dos visitantes agrupam-se na
categoria dos “sem profissdo” onde se incluem as “donas de casa, estudantes,
desempregados ou reformados”.
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1.3 Tempo de permanéncia

Os visitantes permaneceram em média no Territério 1,2 dias, o valor registou-
-se igualmente em 2002. O tempo de permanéncia dos visitantes do Sudeste Asiatico
foi o mais longo, de 2,2 dias. Enquanto que, o tempo médio de permanéncia dos
turistas e dos excursionistas foi de 1,6 dias e de 0,2 dias, respectivamente.

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1.4 Despesa per-capita

A despesa per-capita dos visitantes, em 2003, foi de 1.518 Patacas, 0 que traduz
um acréscimo de 4% comparativamente a 2002. A dos visitantes da China Continental
situou-se em primeiro lugar, com 2.847 Patacas.

Por um lado, a despesa per-capita dos visitantes chegados pela via maritima foi
de 1.336 Patacas, equivalente a uma quebra de 1%. A despesa per-capita dos
visitantes que chegaram pelas vias terrestre e aérea cifraram-se nas 1.568 e 4.026
Patacas, respectivamente, registando acréscimos de 9% e 31%. Salienta-se que a
despesa per-capita dos visitantes da China Continental se situou em primeiro lugar.
Destes visitantes 0s que optaram pela via maritima gastaram 2.585 Patacas e 0s que
chegaram pelas vias terrestre e aérea despenderam 2.390 e 5.891 Patacas,
respectivamente.

A despesa no jogo ndo é incluida na despesa per-capita embora 47% dos
visitantes inquiridos confirmassem que haviam jogado em Macau.

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Em 2003, a despesa per-capita (excluindo as despesas em compras € no jogo)
dos visitantes foi de 834 Patacas, correspondendo a um acréscimo de 1%
relativamente a 2002. Os visitantes do Sudeste Asiatico ocuparam o primeiro lugar
com um gasto de 1.159 Patacas.

Os visitantes gastaram mais em “alimentacéo” e “alojamento”, representando
estes gastos 40% e 36% do total das despesas (excluindo as despesas em compras e
no jogo), respectivamente.

Por seu turno, a despesa per-capita em compras por visitante foi de 685
Patacas, registando um aumento de 10% quando comparada com a de 2002. A
despesa per-capita em compras dos visitantes da China Continental situou-se em
primeiro lugar, com 1.754 Patacas.

As despesas em “pastelaria chinesa, doces e alimentos” foram de 26% do total
das despesas em compras e em “joias e reldgios” (26%), situaram-se ambas no topo
da lista.

1.5 Despesa per-diem

A despesa per-diem dos visitantes, em 2003, foi de 1.223 Patacas, valor
aproximado a de 2002. Os visitantes da China Continental despenderam o montante
mais alto, correspondente a 1.831 Patacas.

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A despesa per-diem dos visitantes que chegaram por via maritima cifrou-se nas
1.160 Patacas, 0 que corresponde a um decrescimo de 2% relativamente a 2002. A
dos visitantes chegados pelas vias terrestre e aérea foram de 1.320 e 1.492 Patacas,
respectivamente, correspondendo a acréscimos de 3% e 7% em relagdo ao ano 2002.
A despesa per-diem dos visitantes da China Continental que utilizaram estas trés vias
de acesso situou-se no primeiro lugar em comparagdo com a de outros
paises/territorios, representando 2.089 Patacas (via maritima), 1.399 Patacas (via
terrestre) e 1.937 Patacas (via aérea).

1.6 Comentarios dos visitantes

De entre os visitantes inquiridos, 87% tém intencOes de voltar a Macau e 79%
expressaram gue iriam recomendar aos seus amigos uma visita a Macau cujo tempo
medio de permanéncia deveria ser de 2,4 dias.

Todos os visitantes inquiridos fizeram comentérios sobre higiene ambiental e
lugares turisticos de Macau. De entre estes o nivel de satisfacdo com relagdo a
higiene ambiental foi o mais alto, com 59%. Cerca de 14% dos visitantes
entrevistados pensam que os lugares turisticos de Macau sdo insuficientes.

Dos comentarios sobre servicos e instalagdes, destaque-se que 67% dos
visitantes entrevistados louvaram os servicos dos transportes publicos, entre as
criticas dos visitantes, destacam-se sobretudo as dos servigos prestados pelos
autocarros e taxis. Os visitantes também fizeram comentérios favoraveis sobre os
servicos das lojas (66%), dos hotéis (66%), e, dos restaurantes (65%). Dos
entrevistados que viajaram em excursdo, 48% elogiaram os servicos das agéncias de
viagem.
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Por seu turno, os visitantes entrevistados sugeriram melhoramentos nos servicos
das agéncias de viagem (8%) e dos hotéis (6%).

De entre os comentarios favoraveis, 11% referem-se as “boas atitudes dos

residentes de Macau”.

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Analysis of results

A. Tourism statistics
1. Visitors
1.1 Number of visitor arrivals

In 2003, the total number of visitor arrivals increased by 3% over 2002 to a new Macao
record of 11,887,876. The majority (51%) of the visitors arrived in Macao by land, mostly at
the Border Gate (49%) whereas arrivals at the Checkpoint of CoTai covered only 2% of the
total. Moreover, arrivals by sea and by air accounted for 44% and 5% respectively.

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Analysis of the monthly data indicated that the highest number of arrivals peaked in
August (1,273,391) and December (1,223,202); they accounted for 11% and 10% of the
annual total. On the contrary, due to the impact of the outbreak of the Severe Acute

Respiratory Syndrome in the neighbouring areas, the lowest number of arrivals (596,628) was
recorded in May, which accounted for only 5% of the annual total.

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In 2003, visitors came mainly from Mainland China (48% of total arrivals), of which
11% (608,354) travelled under the “Individual Visit” scheme, followed by Hong Kong (39%)
and Taiwan (9%). Visitors from Mainland China increased 35% over 2002, while those from
Hong Kong and Taiwan decreased 9% and 33% respectively.

Same-day visitors rose 12% over 2002 to 5,579,361 (47% of total arrivals). Most of
these visitors came from Hong Kong (41%), Mainland China (39%) and Taiwan (16%).

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1.2 Visitor arrivals by sea

The total number of visitor arrivals by sea in 2003 decreased 9% over 2002 to
5,174,587. Visitors from Hong Kong accounted for 67% of the total. As for the monthly
visitor arrivals by sea, the highest number was recorded in August (12% of the total).

The number of visitor arrivals by sea at the Outer Harbour was 5,086,283 (98% of the
total arrivals by sea), down 9% compared with 2002. Most of these visitors (68%) came
from Hong Kong, which decreased by 8% over 2002 to 3,443,189.

Visitor arrivals at the Inner Harbour went down 29% over 2002 to 88,304. Visitors
from Mainland China constituted the largest proportion (78%) of visitor arrivals using this
access, but fell 31% over 2002 to 69,277.

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1.3 Visitor arrivals by land

In 2003, the number of visitor arrivals by land surged 23% over 2002 to 6,058,686.
Most of these visitors came from Mainland China (70%) and Hong Kong (19%). The highest
number of arrivals by land occurred in December (651,080), sharing 11% of the total. Visitor
arrivals through the Border Gate accounted for 96% of the total arrivals by land.

Visitor arrivals through the Border Gate totalled at 5,790,683, a growth of 22%
compared with 2002. The majority of visitors came from Mainland China (71%) and Hong
Kong (20%).

Moreover, the number of visitor arrivals through the Checkpoint of CoTai jumped
63% to 268,003. Nevertheless, this number represented only 4% of the total arrivals by land.
These visitors came mainly from Mainland China (56%), with 151,303.

1.4 Visitor arrivals by air

In 2003, the number of arrivals by air decreased 28% over 2002 to 654,603. The
majority of visitors using this access were those from Taiwan (75%) and Mainland China
(17%). As for the monthly arrivals by air in 2003, February recorded the highest number,
with 77,465 visitors (12% of total arrivals by air).

The Macao International Airport received 98% (640,635 visitors) of the total arrivals
by air, down 28% over 2002.

Visitor arrivals by helicopters went up 8% over 2002 to 13,968. These visitors came
mainly from Hong Kong (62%).

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1.5 Visitor arrivals in package tours

In 2003, the number of visitor arrivals in package tours (1,536,998) dropped 27% over

2002, representing 13% of the total arrivals.

1.6 Number of Macao residents travelling in package tours

In 2003, the number of Macao residents travelling in package tours went down 22%
over 2002 to 156,473. The most popular tour destination was Mainland China (75% of the

total), followed by Thailand (9%).

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According to the data of 2003, Macao residents travelled abroad mostly in August by
joining package tours when the number occupied 19% of the total, at 29,176. Due to the
impact of the Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome (SARS) in the neighbouring areas, May
recorded the lowest number of Macao residents travelling in package tours, with 919 (1% of
the total).

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Furthermore, the number of Macao residents travelling under own arrangements with
the assistance of travel agencies decreased 20% over 2002 to 209,666.
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2. Hotels and similar establishments

At the end of December 2003, there were 69 establishments operating in the hotel
sector, of which 37 were hotels and 32 were guest-houses, an increase of 1 establishment over
2002 .

The number of available rooms increased 3% from 8,954 rooms in 2002 to 9,185 rooms

in 2003. The number of available bedplaces also increased 3% from 18,628 in 2002 to 19,117
bedplaces in 2003.

2.1 Number of overnight guests® and average length of stay
In 2003, the number of overnight guests dropped 4% over 2002 to 3,043,505, while
49% were staying under the arrangements of travel agencies. Among the hotel guests,

2,870,465 were visitors, which accounted for 46% of the total tourists.

In comparison with 2002, only two-star hotels recorded an increase in the number of
overnight guests, all other hotels as well as guest-houses had decreases.

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Among the overnight guests, 98% (2,993,363) came from Asia, down 4% over 2002.
They came mainly from Mainland China (47% of the total) and Hong Kong (40%).
Compared with 2002, the number of overnight guests from Asia, Europe, the U.S.A. &
Canada, Australia & New Zealand registered decreases in different degrees.

The average length of stay of overnight guests was 1.26 nights, fell 0.02 night over
2002. Overnight guests from Mainland China stayed for 1.20 nights whereas those from
Hong Kong and Taiwan for 1.24 nights. Guests from Europe, U.S.A & Canada, Australia &
New Zealand stayed for 2.10 nights, 2.63 nights, 2.27 nights respectively.

2.2 Average occupancy rate

In 2003, the average occupancy rate of the hotel sector was 64.3%, down 2.9
percentage points over 2002. Three-star hotels had the highest occupancy rate, with 73.8%.
Analysis of the monthly data indicated that the highest occupancy rate was in August, with
84.3%; the lowest occupancy rate was in May, with 32.7%.

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B. Visitor expenditure
1.1 Structure of interviewed visitors

Among the interviewed visitors, Hong Kong visitors took a predominant share of 59%,
followed by those from Mainland China (28%) and Taiwan (6%).

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1.2 Characteristics of visitors

1.2.1 Purpose of visit

Among the interviewed visitors, around 73% came to Macao mainly for “vacation”,
other major purposes included “business” (12%), “visiting relatives or friends” (7%) and
“gambling” (3%).

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1.2.2 Occupation

According to the occupations of the visitors, around 27% were “legislators, senior
officials and managers”; 23% were “clerks” and 11% were “technicians and associate
professionals”. Besides, 17% of the interviewees were “without a job”, such as “housewives,
students, unemployed and retired persons”.
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1.3 Length of stay

The average length of stay of visitors was 1.2 days, identical to that in 2002. Visitors
from Southeast Asia took the longest stay (2.2 days). Tourists and same-day visitors spent an
average of 1.6 days and 0.2 day, respectively, in Macao.

Besides, more than 50% of the visitors from Japan, Europe and Oceania were same-day
visitors. However, visitors from Mainland China, Hong Kong, Taiwan, Southeast Asia and
the Americas tended to stay one night or longer in Macao.

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1.4 Per-capita spending

Per-capita spending of visitors in 2003 was MOP1,518, up 4% over 2002. Per-capita
spending of visitors from Mainland China topped the list, with MOP2,847.

Compared with 2002, per-capita spending of visitors arriving by sea, by land and by air
was MOP1,336 (-1%), MOP1,568 (+9%) and MOP4,026 (+31%) respectively. It is worth
mentioning that visitors from Mainland China spent the most, with per-capita spending of
MOP2,585 for those arriving by sea, MOP2,390 by land and MOP5,891 by air.

Although gambling expenses were not included in the per-capita spending of visitors,
47% of all interviewed visitors claimed that they had gambled during their stay in Macao.

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In 2003, per-capita non-shopping spending (excluding gambling expenses) of visitors
was MOP834, up 1% over 2002. Visitors from Southeast Asia topped the list in this category,
with MOP1,1509.

The largest shares in the per-capita non-shopping spending of visitors went to “food and
beverage” (40%) and “accommodation” (36%).

Per-capita shopping spending of visitors posted an increase of 10% over 2002, with
MOP685, among which visitors from Mainland China took the lead, with MOP1,754.

Spending on “Chinese pastry, candy and food” and “jewellery and watches” occupied
the largest share in the per-capita shopping spending, each of them took up 26% of the total
shopping spending.

1.5 Per-diem spending

In 2003, Per-diem spending of visitors was MOP1,223, which was closed to that in
2002. Visitors from Mainland China had the highest per-diem spending, with MOP1,831.

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Per-diem spending of visitors by sea was MOP1,160, down 2% compared with 2002.
Spending of those by land and by air were MOP1,320 (+3%) and MOP1,492 (+7%)
respectively. In all three modes of transport, visitors from Mainland China spent the most, with
MOP2,089 (by sea), MOP1,399 (by land) and MOP1,937 (by air).

1.6 Comments from visitors

Among the interviewed visitors, 87% expressed intention of re-visiting Macao in the
future; 79% of the interviewees would recommend Macao to their friends and that the ideal
length of stay would be 2.4 days.

All the interviewed visitors commented on the environmental hygiene and points of
tourist attractions in Macao. They were most satisfied with the environmental hygiene (59% of
the total). On the other hand, 14% of them considered that points of tourist attractions were
less than adequate in Macao

With regard to the services and facilities provided, 67% of the interviewees were
satisfied with the services of public transport in Macao, whereas comments on improvement
in public transport mainly concerned with the services of buses and taxis. There were also
favourable comments on the services of shops (66%), hotels (66%) and restaurants (65%).
For those interviewees who travelled in package tours, 48% complimented on the services
rendered by travel agencies.

On the other hand, some interviewees suggested that the services provided by travel
agencies (8% of the total interviewees) and hotels (6%) should be improved.

Among those favourable comments on other aspects of the city, 11% complimented on
the friendliness of Macao residents.

Public Security Police, travel agencies, hotels and guest houses.

Visitor information is provided by the Public Security Police. Data on inbound
visitors and outbound Macao residents in package tours are collected monthly from travel

agencies. Information on overnight guests and hotel occupancy rate is provided by hotels
and guest-houses.

2. Visitor Expenditure Survey

Visitor Expenditure Survey uses systematic sampling method in selecting samples from
all non-residents of Macao.
