Informacdo global

1. INFORMACAO GLOBAL

No ano lectivo 2004/2005 existiam em Macau 138 estabelecimentos ou instituicdes
a leccionar o ensino curricular, dos quais 126 estabelecimentos ministravam os ensinos
pré-escolar, primario, secundario, educacao técnica e profissional e os restantes 12, o
ensino superior, sendo todos reconhecidos pelo Governo da Regido Administrativa
Especial de Macau®. Além dos estabelecimentos acima mencionados, existiam ainda em
Macau 13 que ministravam o ensino especial e 129 a educacdo de adultos.

Em termos de localizacdo, verifica-se que a freguesia de N. Sra. de Fatima,
apresenta 0 nimero mais elevado de estabelecimentos do ensino curricular (29,7%),
seguindo-se as freguesias da Sé (23,2%) e de St°. Antonio (16,7%). Os estabelecimentos
do ensino especial situam-se principalmente na freguesia de N. Sra. de Fatima (53,8%),
enquanto que os da educacdo de adultos se situam na freguesia da Sé (30,2%).

O ndmero total de docentes do ensino curricular foi de 5958, representando um
aumento de 9,4% relativamente ao ano lectivo de 2003/2004. Do total de professores,
4 457 leccionaram nos ensinos pré-escolar, priméario, secundario, educagdo técnica e
profissional e 1 501 no ensino superior. No ensino curricular, 62,3% sdo professores do
sexo feminino. No que concerne ao pessoal docente do ensino especial e da educacdo de
adultos, havia 104 e 1 659 professores, respectivamente.

No final do ano lectivo de 2004/2005, 108 407 alunos frequentavam 0 ensino
curricular: 94 440 alunos estudavam nos ensinos pré-escolar, primario, secundario,
educacdo técnica e profissional e 13 967 alunos estudavam no ensino superior. Em
relacdo ao ano lectivo de 2003/2004, o nimero total de alunos desceu 1,9%. A relacéo
docente/discente correspondeu a 1 para 18,2. Por seu turno, 555 alunos frequentaram o
ensino especial e 89 480 estudaram em estabelecimentos que ministravam educagdo a
adultos. Relativamente ao ano lectivo de 2003/2004, registou-se um decréscimo de alunos
de 2,3% no ensino especial e de 6,9% na educacao de adultos.

Com relacdo a taxa de escolariza¢do, verificou-se que a do ensino pré-escolar foi
de 98,9%, enquanto que a do ensino primario, secundario ( incluindo a educacéo técnica e
profissional ) e superior foram, respectivamente, de 104,7%, 92,2% e 36,1%. Registaram-
-se taxas de aprovacdo: de 89,1% no ensino curricular, de 38,4% no ensino especial e de
82,1% na educacéo de adultos.

Durante o ano lectivo 2004/2005 os organismos do Governo, bancos, instituicdes e
fundagdes concederam 7 115 bolsas de estudo, no valor total de 106,766 milhdes de
Patacas. O valor médio da bolsa por aluno do ensino secundério foi de 4 248 Patacas e 0
valor médio da bolsa por aluno do ensino superior foi de 19 571 Patacas.

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2.  ENSINO CURRICULAR

2.1 Ensinos pre-escolar, primario, secundario e educacdo técnica e
profissional

Estabelecimentos

No ano lectivo de 2004/2005 existiam no Territorio 126 estabelecimentos que
proporcionavam 0s ensinos pre-escolar, primario, secundario e a educacdo técnica e
profissional. Relativamente a modalidade das institui¢fes, 84,1% eram estabelecimentos
particulares e 15,9% oficiais. Dos 106 estabelecimentos particulares, 85 (80,2%) ja tinham
aderido a rede escolar do ensino basico, universal e gratuito.

Dos 126 estabelecimentos acima mencionados, 48,4% oferecem o nivel pré-escolar,
62,7% o ensino priméario, 46,0% o ensino secundario e 3,2% a educacdo técnica e
profissional. Os estabelecimentos que oferecem simultaneamente os trés niveis de ensino
correspondem a 9,5%". Quanto & lingua veicular de ensino, a mais representativa é a
chinesa (84,9%). A maioria dos estabelecimentos (91,3%), funciona em regime diurno.

Pessoal ao servico

O numero do pessoal docente no ano lectivo 2004/2005 era de 4 457, o que significa
um aumento de 2,7% relativamente ao ano escolar 2003/2004. A maior parte dos docentes
(90,8% do total) prestava servigo nos estabelecimentos particulares.

Tendo em conta que os estabelecimentos de ensino do Territério podem ministrar varios niveis de ensino em simultaneo, pelo que a
soma das percentagens poderd ultrapassar os 100%.

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Relativamente a distribuicdo dos docentes por sexo, 72,6% s&o do sexo feminino. A
mediana das idades dos docentes é de 33,8 anos. Do total de docentes, 23,9% encontra-se
no grupo etario dos 25 a 29 anos.

No que diz respeito ao local de nascimento, 47,1% dos docentes nasceram em Macau
e 40,9% na China Continental. No que respeita aos anos de prestagdo de servigo no
Territorio, 36,5% prestaram servigo por um periodo inferior ou igual a 5 anos e 27,7%
leccionaram durante 15 ou mais anos.

Constatou-se que 93,0% dos docentes tinham como habilitagdes um curso superior,
0 que representa um aumento de 1,4 pontos percentuais em relagdo ao ano lectivo
anterior.

Relativamente ao nivel de ensino ministrado: 10,4% dos professores leccionavam no
ensino pré-escolar; 36,3% no primario; 50,3% no secundario e 3,0% na educagéo técnica e
profissional.

Quanto ao pessoal administrativo, técnico e auxiliar ao servico, registou-se uma

subida de 2,4% em relagdo ao ano lectivo anterior. Do total de 1 250 pessoas, 75,0% eram
do sexo feminino.

Alunos

O numero de alunos no final do ano lectivo de 2004/2005 era de 94 440, tendo
descido 2,5% relativamente ao ano escolar 2003/2004, dos quais 51,4% eram do sexo
masculino e 48,6% do sexo feminino.

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No que respeita a distribuicdo de alunos por niveis de ensino, refira-se que: 11 128
alunos frequentavam o ensino pré-escolar, ou seja 11,8% do total de alunos, diminuiram
0,5 pontos percentuais relativamente ao ano escolar 2003/2004; 37 216 alunos
frequentavam o ensino primario, isto é, 39,4% do total de alunos, registou-se uma quebra
de 1,2 pontos percentuais em relacdo ao ano escolar 2003/2004; 43 851 alunos
frequentavam o ensino secundario, ou seja, 46,4% do total de alunos, aumentaram 1,7
pontos percentuais relativamente ao ano escolar 2003/2004; 2 245 pessoas frequentavam
a educacdo técnica e profissional, isto é 2,4% do total de alunos, manteve-se, face ao ano
lectivo de 2003/2004.

Quanto a modalidade das instituicdes, 94,8% dos alunos frequentavam
estabelecimentos particulares. Relativamente ao local de nascimento, 82,9% dos alunos
nasceram em Macau e 13,9% na China Continental.

Em termos de frequéncia escolar, salienta-se que a taxa de escolarizacdo do ensino
pre-escolar era de 98,9%, a do primério era de 104,7%, a do secundario era de 87,7% e a
da educacgéo técnica e profissional era de 4,5%. Com relacdo ao nimero médio de alunos
por turma, registaram-se 31,4 alunos no ensino pré-escolar, 36,8 alunos no primario, 42,9
alunos no secundario e 29,2 alunos na educagéo técnica e profissional. No ano lectivo de
2004/2005, a relacdo docente/discente era de 1 para 21,2.

No ano lectivo 2004/2005, sairam 2 907 alunos, houve um decréscimo de 5,2% em
relacdo ao ano lectivo de 2003/2004. A maior parte dos alunos que sairam frequentava o
ensino primario e secundario, representando respectivamente, 15,7% e 69,9% do total de
saidas. A causa principal da saida dos alunos foi “emprego” (27,6%), seguindo-se “saida
do Territério” (12,2%).

Financiamento

O valor das receitas e despesas médias dos estabelecimentos particulares de ensino
foi de 10,61 e 9,31 milhdes de Patacas respectivamente. Os subsidios governamentais
recebidos por estes estabelecimentos no ano lectivo de 2004/2005 foram de 499 milhdes
de Patacas, correspondentes a 44,4% do total das receitas.
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2.2 ENSINO SUPERIOR

Instituicdes

No ano lectivo 2004/2005 continuaram a registar-se 12 instituicbes de ensino superior
reconhecidas pelo governo, das quais uma ndo ministrou cursos a nivel do ensino superior.
Em termos de modalidade das institui¢cbes, continuam a existir 4 estabelecimentos de ensino
superior que sdo oficiais e 8 que séo particulares. As 11 instituicdes que leccionam o ensino
superior e ministram cursos possuem 4 645 computadores, dos quais 51,5% destinam-se
directamente a actividade pedagogica.

Pessoal ao servico

O pessoal docente no ano lectivo 2004/2005 era constituido por 1501 professores.
Assinala-se que 68,4% eram do sexo masculino, enquanto que 31,6% eram do sexo feminino.
Relativamente ao ano lectivo de 2003/2004, o nimero dos docentes subiu 36,0%.

O numero de professores com habilitagdes literarias de nivel superior atingiu 98,8% do
total, dos quais 26,3% tinham formagdo no &mbito da Administracé@o e comeércio e 16,0% no
ambito das Humanidades. Relativamente ao regime de trabalho, 45,4% dos professores
leccionaram a tempo inteiro e 54,6% a tempo parcial. Quanto a sua naturalidade, destaca-se
que 43,2% nasceram na China Continental, 21,1% em Macau e 17,7% em Hong Kong. A
mediana das idades dos docentes foi de 42,4 anos.

Quanto ao pessoal administrativo, técnico e auxiliar ao servico, totalizava 832
individuos, o que significa uma subida de 12,1% em relagcdo ao ano escolar anterior.

Alunos

Verificou-se que o numero de alunos no final do ano lectivo de 2004/2005 foi de
13 967° , ou seja, subiu 2,1% em relagdo ao ano escolar precedente. No ano lectivo em
andlise, predominaram os alunos do sexo feminino no ensino superior, com 56,8% do total.
Porém, quando comparado com o registado no ano escolar anterior, verificou-se um
acréscimo de 1,8 pontos percentuais. A mediana de idades dos alunos foi de 22,9 anos,
menos 1,2 anos em relacdo a verificada no ano lectivo anterior. A maioria, ou seja, 44,6%
dos alunos, situa-se no grupo etario 20 a 24. Relativamente ao local de nascimento dos
alunos, 64,8% sdo naturais de Macau. Segundo os documentos de identidade que os alunos
apresentaram no acto de matricula, 78,7% dos alunos inscritos sdo residentes e 21,3% nao
residentes.

Relativamente aos cursos frequentados, verificou-se que aqueles cujo &mbito era de
Administracéo e comércio foram os mais frequentados, atingindo 37,9% do total. Em termos
do grau de habilitacdo académica, os alunos que frequentaram os cursos de licenciatura
atingiram 58,5%, os de bacharelato/diploma 24,1% e os de mestrado 13,8%.

No ano lectivo de 2004/2005, existiam 3 265 graduados do ensino superior, dos quais
62,0% eram estudantes do sexo feminino. Do total dos finalistas, 29,7% obtiveram o grau de
bacharelato/diploma, 52,5% de licenciatura e 13,3% de mestrado. A maior parte dos
finalistas formou-se em cursos no &mbito de Administracdo e comércio, que atingiu 34,4%
do total.

A taxa de escolarizagdo no ano lectivo de 2004/2005 foi de 36,1%. A relagdo
docente/discente no final do ano correspondeu a 1 para 9,3.

Financiamento

O valor total das receitas e das despesas das instituicbes do ensino superior foi,
respectivamente, de 1 020 e 870 milhdes de Patacas. Os subsidios governamentais recebidos
por essas instituicdes nesse ano lectivo cifraram-se em 536 milhdes de patacas.
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3. OUTROS TIPOS DE ENSINO
3.1. ENSINO ESPECIAL

Estabelecimentos

No ano lectivo 2004/2005 existia um total de 13 estabelecimentos do ensino especial.
Alguns deles proporcionaram também o ensino curricular. Por seu turno, o nimero de
estabelecimentos oficiais representou 53,8% do total.

Pessoal docente

O numero total de professores foi de 104, diminuindo 10,3% em relacéo ao do ano
lectivo 2003/2004. Assinala-se que 84,6% dos professores eram do sexo feminino,
engquanto que 15,4% eram do sexo masculino. A idade mediana dos professores no ensino
especial foi de 37,5 anos. A percentagem dos professores com habilitagdes equivalentes ao
ensino superior era de 89,4%.

No que diz respeito ao pessoal administrativo, técnico e auxiliar existia um total de
192, dos quais 84,4% eram do sexo feminino.

Alunos

No final do ano escolar 2004/2005, o nimero de alunos foi de 555, dos quais 64,5%
eram do sexo masculino. Em relacdo ao ano escolar precedente, o nimero de alunos desceu
2,3%. A idade mediana dos alunos do ensino especial foi de 12,8 anos e a taxa de
aprovacéo de 38,4%. A relagéo professor/aluno no final do ano lectivo foi de 1 para 5,3.

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3.2. EDUCACAO DE ADULTOS

Estabelecimentos

A recolha de informagdes relativas ao “Inquérito a educacdo de adultos™ foi
efectuada junto de 129 estabelecimentos que levaram a cabo programas educacionais no
periodo de Agosto de 2004 a Julho de 2005, inclusivé, sendo 105 os estabelecimentos
explorando principalmente actividades de ensino. O nimero de salas de aula destes
estabelecimentos era de 772 unidades, enquanto que o de equipamentos computadorizados
totalizou as 3 347 unidades, das quais 67,0% eram computadores destinados directamente
as actividades pedagdgicas.

Cursos

No ano lectivo 2004/2005 foram ministrados nos estabelecimentos de educagédo para
adultos 1 428 cursos em 4 770 turmas. De entre os cursos e as turmas realizados 91,7% e
92,9%, respectivamente foram oferecidos por estabelecimentos que exploram,
principalmente, actividades de ensino. Em termos da duracdo dos cursos, 72,8% tiveram
uma duracdo inferior a 4 meses; 12,4% duraram entre 4 a 6 meses; 6,2% duraram entre 7 a
11 meses e 8,6% um ano ou mais. Dos cursos com uma duracdo inferior a 4 meses, a
maioria, ou seja 75,2%, tinham uma durabilidade média inferior ou igual a 30 horas. Os
mais oferecidos foram o0s cursos relacionados com Humanidades, Administracdo e
comércio e Arte , com 22,1%, 18,6% e 17,6%, respectivamente. Relativamente ao nimero
de turmas realizadas, sobressairam as relacionadas com Humanidades e Artes, com 31,8%
e 24,6%, respectivamente.

Pessoal ao servico

Dos 1 659 professores registados no ano lectivo de 2004/2005, 63,1% eram do sexo
masculino. Quando comparado com o nimero de professores do ano lectivo 2003/2004,
observou-se um decréscimo de 27,8%.

Relativamente as habilitagBes literarias, 67,4% dos professores possuiam curso
superior e 28,4% eram da area de Humanidades. Relativamente ao regime de trabalho,
66,3% dos professores da educacdo de adultos leccionavam a tempo parcial. Por seu turno,
23,0% e 21,0%, leccionaram cursos nos ambitos de Humanidades e de Artes
respectivamente. A idade mediana dos professores foi de 40,6 anos. Quanto a naturalidade
dos professores, 44,4% nasceram em Macau e 31,8% na China Continental.

O pessoal administrativo, técnico e auxiliar totalizou 716 individuos, que
correspondem a uma subida de 11,0% em relagdo ao ano escolar anterior.

Alunos

No ano lectivo de 2004/2005 estavam matriculados na educacdo de adultos 89 480
alunos com idade igual ou superior a 15 anos, dos quais 55,4% eram do sexo feminino. A
idade mediana dos alunos era de 29,2 anos. Relativamente ao ano lectivo de 2003/2004, o
namero de alunos inscritos desceu 6,9%, enquanto que a idade mediana dos alunos
diminuiu em 2,8 anos, face ao ano lectivo de 2003/2004.

No que concerne aos cursos frequentados, 93,1% dos alunos matriculados
inscreveram-se em cursos cuja duracdo era inferior a um ano. Os cursos relacionados com
servigos de transportes foram os mais procurados, sendo frequentados por 22,4% do total
dos estudantes. Seguem-se os cursos nos ambitos de Humanidades e Administracdo e

comercio com 20,8% e 15,4% dos estudantes, respectivamente.
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Educacéo de adultos

A taxa de concluséo de cursos no ano lectivo de 2004/2005 foi de 82,1% e a relagdo
docente/discente era de 1 para 53,9.

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Overview

1. OVERVIEW

In the academic year 2004/2005, there were 138 schools or institutions providing
regular education. Among them, 126 schools offered pre-primary, primary, secondary or
vocational-technical secondary education, as well as 12 institutions® of higher education
that were recognized by the Government of Macao Special Administrative Region. In
addition, there were 13 schools offering special education. With regard to adult education,
information was collected from 129 establishments rendering adult education.

The majority of schools of regular education were located in the parish of N.S. de
Fatima (29.7%), Sé (23.2%) and St. Antdnio (16.7%). More than half of the schools
offering special education were located in the parish of N.S. de Fatima (53.8%), while the
establishments of adult education were more concentrated in the parish of Sé (30.2%).

Total number of teachers engaged in regular education was 5958, an increase of
9.4% over the academic year 2003/2004. Among them, 4 457 were teaching in pre-primary,
primary, secondary, or vocational-technical secondary education and 1 501 were teaching
in higher education; besides, 62.3% were female. Number of teachers engaged in special
education and adult education were 104 and 1 659 respectively.

At the end of the academic year 2004/2005, there was a total of 108 407 students
studying in regular education (94 440 in pre-primary, primary, secondary, vocational-
technical secondary education, and 13 967 in higher education), a decrease of 1.9% over
the previous academic year. The teacher/student ratio was 1 to 18.2 as at end of the
academic year. Students in special education totalled 555, which fell by 2.3% compared
with the previous academic year. Number of students enrolled in adult education was
89 480, down by 6.9% over the previous academic year.

With regard to enrolment rate, pre-primary education was 98.9%, primary education
was 104.7%, secondary education (including vocational-technical secondary education)
was 92.2% and higher education was 36.1%. The class promotion rate in regular education
(i.e. pre-primary, primary, secondary and vocational-technical secondary education) was
89.1%, special education was 38.4% and the course completion rate for adult education
was 82.1%.

During the academic year 2004/2005, a total amount of MOP107 million of study
grants and loans was conceded by government departments, banks, institutions and
foundations to 7 115 applicants. The average amount of grants per applicant in secondary
education was MOP4 248 and the average per applicant in higher education was
MOP19 571.

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2. REGULAR EDUCATION

2.1 Pre-primary, Primary, Secondary, Vocational-technical Secondary
Education

Schools

In the academic year 2004/2005, there were 126 schools providing pre-primary, primary,
secondary or vocational-technical secondary education in Macao, of which 84.1% were
private schools and 15.9% were public schools. Among the 106 private schools, 85 (80.2%)
have joined the universal basic education network.

Among these 126 schools, 48.4% offered pre-primary level of education, 62.7% primary
level, 46.0% secondary level and 3.2% vocational-technical secondary level; schools that
simultaneously offered these three levels of education accounted for 9.5%" of the total. With
regard to medium of instruction, 84.9% used Chinese as the main teaching language.
Moreover, 91.3% of the schools were day schools.

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Staff

In the academic year 2004/2005, number of teachers grew by 2.7% over the previous
academic year to 4 457, while 90.8% were teaching at private schools.

Analysed by sex, 72.6% were female. The median age of the teachers was 33.8 and
23.9% aged 25 — 29.

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Regarding the place of birth, 47.1% were born in Macao and 40.9% in Mainland China.
In terms of their teaching experience, 36.5% had been teaching in Macao for five years or less,
and 27.7% for 15 years or more. With respect to their educational attainment, 93.0% had
higher education, up by 1.4 percentage points compared with the previous academic year.

Analysed by level of instructions, 10.4% were teaching in pre-primary education, 36.3%
in primary, 50.3% in secondary and 3.0% in vocational-technical secondary.

Among the 1 250 administrative, technical and auxiliary staff, 75.0% were female, up by
2.4% compared with the previous academic year.

Students

Total number of students as at end of the academic year 2003/2004 decreased by 2.5%
over the previous academic year to 94 440, while 51.4% were male and 48.6% were female.

In terms of level of education, number of pre-primary and primary students decreased by
0.5 and 1.2 percentage points to 11 128 (11.8% of the total) and 37 216 (39.4%) respectively
compared with the academic year 2003/2004. However, number of secondary students rose to
43 851 (46.4% of the total), up by 1.7 percentage points. In addition, 2.4% or 2 245 were
studying in vocational-technical secondary education, similar to the ratio as the preceding
academic year.

Analysed by type of institutions, 94.8% were attending private schools. Regarding the
place of birth, 82.9% were born in Macao and 13.9% in Mainland China.
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The enrolment rate for pre-primary, primary, secondary and vocational-technical
secondary education was 98.9%, 104.7%, 87.7% and 4.5% respectively. The average class
size was 31.4, 36.8, 42.9 and 29.2 students respectively. The teacher/student ratio as at end of
the academic year was 1 to 21.2.

In the same academic year, 2 907 students had dropped out, a notable decrease of 5.2%
over the academic year 2003/2004. The drop-outs from primary and secondary education
accounted for 15.7% and 69.9% of the total respectively. The main reasons for the dropping
out included “Work” (27.6%) and “leaving Macao” (12.2%).

Finance

Average revenue and expenditure of the private schools were MOP10.61 million and
MOP9.31 million respectively. Total government subsidies granted to private schools in the
academic year 2004/2005 amounted to MOP499 millions, corresponding to 44.4% of the total
revenue of these schools.
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2.2 HIGHER EDUCATION

Institutes

In the academic year 2004/2005, information was collected from 12 institutions of
higher education that were recognized by the Government of Macao SAR, of which one
institute did not offer any courses in the reference period. In terms of type of institutions, 4
were public funded institutes whilst 8 were private. A total of 4 645 computers were
available in these 11 institutions that rendered courses, among which 51.5% were dedicated
for teaching purposes.

Staff

In the academic year 2004/2005, number of teaching staff increased by 36.0% over
the previous academic year to 1 501, while 68.4% were male and 31.6% were female.

98.8% of the teachers had higher education, with 26.3% major in Business and
administration and 16.0% in Humanities. Analysed by employment status, 45.4% were on
full-time basis and 54.6% were on part-time. Regarding the place of birth, 43.2% were born
in Mainland China, 21.1% in Macao and 17.7% in Hong Kong. The median age of the
teachers was 42 4.

Total number of administrative, technical and auxiliary staff was 832, an increase of
12.1% over the previous academic year.

Students

At the end of the academic year 2004/2005, number of students increased by 2.1%
over the previous academic year to 13 967°. Female students accounted for 56.8% of the
total, up by 1.8 percentage point. The median age of students was 22.9, down by 1.2 year
over the previous academic year; the majority of students (44.6%) aged 20 — 24. Analysed
by place of birth, 64.8% were born in Macao. According to the identity document presented
at enrolment, 78.7% were resident students and 21.3% were non-resident students.

With respect to the type of courses, most of the students attended courses in
Business and administration (37.9%). In terms of academic programmes, 58.5% were
studying for bachelor degree and 24.1% for associate degree/diploma and 13.8% for
master degree.

In this academic year, number of graduates in higher education was 3 265 and
62.0% were female. With respect to academic award conferred, 29.7% were awarded
with associate degree/diploma, 52.5% with bachelor degree and 13.3% with master
degree. In addition, 34.4% of the graduates attended courses in Business and
administration.

In the academic year 2004/2005, enrolment rate for higher education was 36.1%
and the teacher/student ratio as at end of the academic year was 1 to 9.3.

Finance

In the academic year 2004/2005, total revenue and expenditure of the institutions of
higher education were MOP1 020 millions and MOP870 millions respectively.
Government subsidies allocated to these institutions amounted to MOP536 millions.
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3. OTHER TYPES OF EDUCATION

3.1. SPECIAL EDUCATION

Schools

In the academic year 2004/2005, there were 13 schools offering special education and
some provided regular education simultaneously. Public funded schools accounted for
53.8% of the total in special education.

Staff

Total number of teachers fell by 10.3% over the previous academic year to 104, and
84.6% were female and 15.4% were male. The median age of the teachers was 37.5 and
89.4% had higher education.

Total number of the administrative, technical and auxiliary staff was 192 and 84.4%
were female.

Students

At the end of the academic year 2004/2005, number of students in special education
totalled 555 and 64.5% were male. Compared with previous academic year, number of
students dropped by 2.3%. The median age of students was 12.8 and the class promotion
rate was 38.4%. The teacher/student ratio as at the end of the academic year was 1 t0 5.3.

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3.2. ADULT EDUCATION

Establishments

Survey on adult education collected information from 129 establishments that offered
adult education courses from August 2004 to July 2005, of which 105 establishments
engaged mainly in educational activities. A total of 772 classrooms and
3347 computers were available in these establishments, while 67.0% of the computers
were used directly for teaching.

Courses

In the academic year 2004/2005, these establishments offered 1 428 courses, with a
total of 4 770 classes in adult education. In addition, 91.7% of the courses and 92.9% of the
classes were offered by the establishments engaged mainly in educational activities.
Analysed by duration of courses, 72.8% lasted for less than 4 months, 12.4% from 4 to 6
months, 6.2% from 7 to 11 months and 8.6% for 1 year and above. Among those courses
that lasted for less than 4 months, 75.2% had an average duration of 30 hours or less. Most
of the courses were in Humanities, Business and administration and Arts, accounting for
22.1%, 18.6% and 17.6% of the total respectively. In terms of number of classes offered,
Humanities and Arts accounted for 31.8% and 24.6% of the total respectively.

Staff

In the academic year 2004/2005, number of teachers engaged in adult education
decreased by 27.8% over the previous academic year to 1 659 and 63.1% of the staff were
male.

With respect to the educational attainment, 67.4% had higher education and 28.4%
were major in Humanities. Analysed by employment status, 66.3% were teaching on
part-time basis. In terms of type of course taught, 23.0% taught Humanities and 21.0%
taught Arts. The median age of the teachers was 40.6. Regarding the place of birth, 44.4%
were born in Macao and 31.8% in Mainland China.
